Indianapolis, Mar. 18—After stand-
ing at loggerheads for almost a weck,
the Mitehell and Lewis factions in
the .United Mine Workers’. national
convention got together late this afts
ermoon. At four o’clock the national
scale commjttee ajter standing at var-
iance, six to fifteen, for two or three
days on matters of policy, agreed to
stbmit an un#nimous- report to the
miners’ national convention,

“’_"I‘ho report recommends in part:
That in view of the fact that the op-
erators of the central competitive coal
field, composed of Western Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio, Indiana’and Tilinéis, hav-
ing, reiused -to meet us'in an inter-
state convention prior to the expira-
tion of our presemt contraet or any
other ' specific date, efich district is
authorized to J.Op,ot'mo agreements
with ‘the operators” association of their
respeetive “districts, or where 'operat-
ors - have no Wassociation then with
them collectively within the district.
“That the basis upon which such
agreements be made shall be for not
less than the present wage rates.” |
“That if districts or groups of dis-
{tricts fail to secure a contract with
their operators before the expiration
of the present contracts, through the
coal operators’ association or collect:
ively, the qnestion of ' making ‘con-
{tracts by other methods shall be left
in the hands of ‘the international ex-
ecutive board and districts affécted.”
This poliey will permit the miners
in every district to meet their operats
ory gt once and mnegotiate contraects,
ucing their présent contracts as  the
minimum of what they can make a
settlement on. It means the aband-
onment. this year of the interstate re.
lations, but it also mieans that ‘while
there will be strikes in several states
they will be shortlived, ‘and there will

Immediately - following March 4
very severé storimme are expected all
around the earth and again I warn my

20. The forces of Nature will be un-
usually favorable to great disturb-
ances.

While .it is difficult to locate these
#reat storms indications are that near
March 18, at which time I expect the
itorm forces to reach their greatest/in-
tensities, one storm centre will be on
the Atlantic slape "and while the west-
eirn storm moves into ‘the great cen-
tral valleys the eastern storm’will be
moving out onto the *Atlantic~ocea®
along the steamship routes.

No Rain Since September.

Not a drop of rain _has fallen since
the first week of Septe smber, and day
by day the sun rises clear in a sky-
like steel: As a& rule the rain lasts
till well on in Oetober, and the winter
rains begin in December. . Thnis sea-
son the December hiarvest wds almost
ruined, and the ground so hard that
scarcely a quarter of the usual crops
conld ‘be sown for the greater harvest
that ought to come ‘in March. ' 1f no
rain falls, men who have known all
the Indian famines since the 70’8 be:

the worst Thdia has ever suffered.

Coming ' southwest from Allahabad
the country is nearly flat and rdther
thickly covered with isoldted thofns
and ‘the mango trees, which “yiéld ‘a
food much sought after, but now re.
garded as one of the causes of chol-
era in. famines,

The land is divided into tiny fields,
about the size of ‘one to four ténnis
sourts, marked off by earthen banks,
along which there is a right of waw.
Round the villages, whera "the walls
atill hold water, some of these fields
are green with - potatoes or young
wheéat or a bushy pulse with yellow
flower, and all day the ryots, or culti-
vators are busy distributing tha pree
cious water by little channels. But
many of the wells are dry,"and so are
many tanks or public ponds, which
are the social centre of village life.
In fact, the cnly tank seen recently
withh plenty  of water ‘was one that
three crocodiles had selected for their
hiome. . Apart from the village wells,
the hittle squares and®oblongs of field
are absolutely bare, not a weed show-
ing; for miles on miles the dfab sur:
face is bare, drouth, however, can be

TIMBER SCANDAL
GETS KNOCK OUT

Ames and Company Driven to Wall,
Fight Hard to Block Securing
of Facts.

Ottawa, Mar..17—The salleged -tim-
ber berths scandal got another knock-
out blow at the public accounts com-
mittee today when Mr. A. W. Fraser,
K.C., Ottawa, the man who put in
the tenders and knew all about it,
was examined although Messrs. Ames,
Bristol, Reid and Northrup strenu-
ously resisted the taking of his evid-
énce. No ‘less than three subpoenas
were sent to Mr, Fraser by Mr. Ames,
yelt he not only refused to call him
but objected to his being heard to-
day. The system pursued by those
using ‘the muck-rake is to pretend to
be anxious to get material: witneases,
but to retuse to call them when they
put in an appearance.
