British Board of Trade Re-
ports Some Shortage
of Labor.

According to the board of trade, employ-
ment in March showed a general im-
provement. There was a shortage of
male labor in many instances, especial-
i ly in engineering, shipbuilding, coal min-
ing and agriculture, and of female labor
in some branches of the clothing trade.

—S8ince the beginning of the vear, the
Bank of England bullion movements on
foreignaccount show that a balance of
little over £25,000,000 has been ex-
ported or set aside, this figure allowing
for the earmarking or £9,000,000 for
redemption of treasury notes. In the
same period the reserve has declined
by about £12,250,000, and the coin and
bullion by fully £13,000,000, Therefore
