JOCKEYS IN DIPLOMACY.

The United States plan of branding
the Pribyloff seals, 80 as to render their
fur valueless, and to pen the bachelor
seals in ‘a bay, is doubtless within the
rights of the Washington government;
but it is rather a small piece of business.
Presumably that government went be-
fore the Paris arbitrators in good faith,
prepared to accept any award made
against it. Events rebut this presump-
tion yery strongly. First there was hig-
gling over the damages to be paid Can-
adian sealers; then there were scores of
attempts to get over the provisions re-
garding pelagic sealing; then there was
an effort to reopen the whole subject;
and last of all we have Professor Jordan’s
scheme to ruin' the business. For a
nation, which glorifies itself upon the
fact that it was the pioneer of arbitra-
tion, this is a very bad showing. A bar-
gain ought to be a bargain between na-
tions us much as between individuals.
The ntility of Professor Jordan’s plan
is open to question. It may be possible
to treat the seals as though they were 8o
many calves, but it is also on the cards
that this proposed interference ' with
their habits may:drive them away from
their rookeries altogether. If thisshould
prove to be the case and the seals shounld
migrate to some of the Siberian islands;
we fancy that the people who are
prompting the United States government
to the exquisite smallness of its present
policy would sing a very different tune;
Presumably there is nothing that the
British government can do in the pres
mises. Any country may do what i$
likes with animal life within its borders.
