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MR. MACPHERSON’S BILL.

We direct attention again to the am-
endment to the “Master and Servant”
aet, introduced into the legislature by
Mr. Macpherson, which passed its sec-
ond reading a few days ago. It is said
that there is an intention to re-commit
the bill so as te make it only applicable
to persons hired outside of Canada. If
this is done the bill will be improved,
but it will not be free from objection
even then for reasons given below. We
assume that the legislature has the con-

tutional right to pass a measure of
this kind as applied to persons coming

/. from foreign countries.

The bill as it stands would prevent any
one from hiring a person in the other
provinces or elsewhere to do anything in
“this province except to teach, aet, lec-
ture, sing or work as an artist, unless
the person hired was a skilled laborer,

skilled labor for the purpose for
the obtained.” We draw atten-
' tion to the last exception, Who, may we
ask, is to be the judge whether the skill-
ed labor can be ‘“etherwise obtained,”
the employer or the employee? If this
bill became law in its present state and
a person in this province should agree
with a person in Toronto to come here
and perform certain skilled labor for
him, and should advance him the money
to come with, to be repaid out of his
wages, and the person so hired, on com-
_ing to this province, should find that an-
other man here was available when he
was hired would he be at liberty to re-]
pudiate his contract with his employer?
If not, what language in the bill would
prevent him from so doing? If on the
other hand the employer should be
aware that when he made the contract
with the Toronto man he could get the
skilled labor he needed in the province,
«could he repudiate his contract? The
answer to the last question will be that
the bill proposes to make the contract
void only as against the em-
ployee. But is the legislature prepared
to go on record as having made a law
that will give an employee the right to
sneak out of his bargain, if he wishes,
for that is what it amounts to? If the
idea is to exclude alien contract labor,
let the contract be void as against both
parties. To simply make it void against
the ‘employee would be to put in the
hands of evilly disposed persons a
,mieans’ ‘whereby they.can get their ex-
penses paid to come to this province,
and ‘then be free to break their contracts
and- go 'into competition with men who
had paid their own way out or who were
bora.in the province. We fear that such
a bill would defeat its own purpose.
. 8o far as unskilled labor is concerned,
the thealiure, if confined solely to persons
not residents of the province, would be
objectionable on the score that it would
only inferentially exclude alien contract
or. An employer would be at liberty
tlgg:insm workmen under it, if he saw
fit to take the risk of their breaking
their . contracts with him, and there is
little doubt that ways would be discov-
ered.whereby the element of risk could
be eliminated altogether. The, only way
to keep alien contract laborers out of
the country is to keep them out, and
when legislation is' brought forward
which will accomplish this, the Colonist
will advocate it. What we object to is
the practice of putting hastily planned
measures upon the statute book; and
with the utmost respect to Mr. Macpher-
son, whom we believe to be actuated on-
ly by praiseworthy motives, we submit

that the measure introduced by him has
not been prepared in such a manner as

to accomplish the object which he has
in; view. ¢ :

As to the prevention of contracts for
the hiring of men in other provinces, we
have only to repeat that this is so hos-
tile to the very principle of confedera-
tion that the Governor-General would,
almost undoubtédly, withhold his as-
sent. If each of the provinces should

. | was destroyed by -external causes, and

not a word is uttered by the administra-
tion to the eontrary, although every one
sees that the people are being earried
along in a resistless eurrent towards hos-
tilities. It is mow announced that the
report of the court of inquiry will be
made public on Monday, when President
McKinley will send :a .nessage to con-
gress on the subject.

8o far as we are able to judge the feel-
ing in this city is that the United States
cannot retreat from the position it has
reached, partly through its own fault
and partly through accident, without
great loss or pmestige, and that‘the only
course left for President Mc¢Kinley is to
declare once and for all that the war in
Cuba shall cease, .quite irrespective of
the responsibility for the-Maine disaster.
There is not the shadow of doubt that, if
Great Britain were in the place of the
United States, Spain would ‘have been
brought to her senées long .ago. The
weak point of the policy of the Washing-
ton government has consisted in the fact
that it has delayed too long what every
one has for some time seen was inevi-
table. No fault can be found with the
manner in which President Cleveland
and President MeKinley have acted in
the premises, except on this ground.
They were mindful of the obligations of
their nation towards a friendly power
and used reasonable diligence to prevent
filibustering. They cannot be held re-
sponsible for the inflammatery speeches
of irresponsible congressmen any more
than for the sensational articles in the
newspapers. These were undoubtedly
effective in inducing the Cubans to per-
sist in revolt; but nothing that was said
in congress or the Ameriean press was
more calculated to excite strife than
were the utterances of certain prominent
public men and newspapers in Great
Britain on the Armenian outrages.

It is time the atroeities in Cuba were
stopped. It is time that blot upon Chris-
tian civilization was removed. Cireum-
stances seem to cast the responsibility of
-action upon the United States. We
hope that country will discharge its duty
to humanity. If in order to do this a
resort to arms is necessary, the utmost
‘sympathy of the English-speaking world
will be with our. American cousins.

TOO MUCH OF A GOOD THING.

A few days ago the Premier moved,
seconded by the leader of the opposition,
and the house adopted a resolution ask-
ing the Dominion Parliament to impose
a duty on lumber and shingles in order
to offset the duty on Canadian lumber
to offset the duty of Canadian lumber
and shingles imported into the United
States. We find on the orders of the day
a resolution by Mr. Helmcken asking
that the Lieutenant-Governor be ‘re-
quested to memorialize the Dominion
Government against the authorization of
railway comstruction from Northport,
Wash., to the Boundary Creek country,
and another by Mr. Kellie ask-
ing similar steps to be taken‘in regard
to the imposition o fa duty on lead ore.
The Colonist has already expressed its
opinion that something should be
done, if possible, to equalize conditions
in the coast lumber trade, and that it is
not desirable, at present, at least, to per-
mit a railway from the United States
to tap the Boundary *Creek country.
It is much impressed with what has
been said in regard to a duty on lead
and lead ores, but needs further light on
the subject before arriving at a definite
conclusion. We mention this because we

| wish to take this occasion to say that

the legislature may very-easily go too
far in its efforts to instruct the Domin-
ion Parliament as to the policy it ought
to follow in any particular. The question
is not whether ' members of the local
house are as 'competent to form opinions
on these matters as the members of par-
liament although it is night to say hat
they have not the material at hand to
enable them i to arrive at correct con-
clusions on all federal questions. In
regard to two of the three subjects above
mentioned possibly /the local members
are as well prepared to speak as any one
can be, that is so far as the duties on
lumber and shingles affect the northern
trade and so far as the effect of the con-
struetion of the proposed railway goes.
These matters have been considered so
often in the press, in the legislature and
eisewhere that the members of the local
house are quite familiar with them, In
regard to the third question, the duty on
lead ores, we think we are not unjust
to the legislature when we say that the
majority of the members are hardly able,
from any information at their disposal,
to form an opinion upon it. We all
know, also, how such matters are put
through the house. They are hardly’
discussed at all.

The provincial legislature can hardly
claim to be entitled to speak for the peo-
ple on matters of this nature and there is
a danger, if it falls into the practice of
making representations to the Dominion

tions, that it may come to be regarded as

the opposition and, if possible, be passed
unanimously after full discussion.

There is oaly one good feature
about it, namely, that the ecountry is
growing so sick of Mr. Semlin and, his
followers that it will make .their over-
throw next summer the easiest kind of a
task. Hitherto Mr. Semlin has manpag-
ed his party with some regard to politi-
cal decency, but in an evil haur he per-
mitted his course to be shaped hy a mem-
ber who last year spent every spare hour
in plotting to get into the government,
and in whom his political associates had
so little confidence that they compelled
him to pledge himself in writing to be
tiue to them. Under the guidance of
this gentleman, Mr. Semlin is permitting
his party to become a publi¢ nuisance.

‘When last spring the Colenist chal-
lenged the opposition papers to a discus-
sion of the charges, which they «laimed
to be able to make against the govern-
ment, it said that the emptiness of their
case would be apparent when the legis-
lature met. We then challenged them, if
they had anything to show as a meason
why Hon. Mr. Turner and his colleagues
should not continue in power, to have it
formulated and brought before the legis-
lature. ‘We told the opposition then
that it was great at scandals behind the
backs of the ministers, but had not a
word to say in support of its allega-
tions when the ministers were present to
answer them. So it has proved to be.
The house has been several weeks in
session and not a single specific alle-
gation has been made against the gow-

ernment, though. days have been spent |:

in weary speeches from the opposition
benches, not one of them ascending
even to the deadly level of mediocrity.
Paucity of ideas, poverty even of inven-
tions, a, complete lack of information of
any value and ‘inexpressible dreariness
of style characterize the opposition’s ob-
structive tactics. The members consti-
tuting that body are at needless pains to
demonstrate their entire unfitness for
the position of critics of a government’s
policy. They have shown themselves to
be without excuse for existence as a po-
litical organization and to be individu-
ally incompetent to rise above the grade
of corner grocery politicians.

THE STIKINE ROUTE.

S. G. Yerkes, of Seattle, has written a
long letter to the Post-Intelligencer in
regard to the Stikine route. He tells
that paper that it has beeh led to give
“too much credence to a mass of misin-
formation from prejudiced persons,” and
that Seattle has as much interest in hav-
ing the route opened as any city. He
takes the point that American goods can
be carried on American bottoms up the
Stikine to Glenora where duty can be
paid upon them, which is quite true. He
adds that there are large American con-
cerns interested in the navigation of the
river and charges the Post-Intelligencer
with injuring those interests. We quote
a portion of his letter:

The advantages I claim for the Stikine
are that it allows a miner to ride on a
steamer through the range of mountains
cver which he must climb if he adopts
the Dyea or Skagway routes; that his
land journey is made through a dry, roll-
ing bunch grass country, instead of over
a precipitous mountain range in constant
rainstorms; that he no sooner lands at
Glenora, after a trip of thirty-six hours,
not two or three days, from Fort Wran-
gel, than he is in a good country for
prospecting.

In your issue of March 16, you refer to
“the extremely long overland trip from
Telegraph Creek to Teslin lake,” in con-
trast with “the fact that from tide water
to the beginning of fresh water naviga-
tion on the Yukon it is but thirty to for-
ty miles at the outside.” Very true, but
that extremely long overland trip is
made through the Cassiar country,
where, as I learned at Wrangel in Feb-
ruary, the Yerex party struck placer
gold on the Dease river,and the Noyes
party made a similar strike on the Blue
river, a tributary of the Dease.

The trip begins only ten miles below
Telegraph Creek and takes one through
the Stikine district, where, as you an-
nounce in this morning’s Post-Intelli-
gencer, James R. Hayden, jr., has struck
rich gravel and has located quartz
ledges averaging $20 in gold.

This only confirms what Frank Cal-
braith, one of Mr. Hayden’s partners,
told me at Fort Wrangel. On the Sti-
kine route a miner no sooner lands from
the steamer than he can profitably begin
prospecting, while on the Dyea and
Skagway routes he must go hundreds of
miles down the river, almost to Dawson,
before reaching good ground.

There can be no doubt that the opening
of this route to quick transportation
will be completed by the construction
of the - Mackenzie-Mann railroad from
Glenora .to Lake Teslin, for _the first
shipmenf of rails had already been
made from Milwaukeé.

There is no danger that the opening of
this railroad will discriminate against
American steamers, for I have every as-
surance to the contrary.

That the American railroads do not
consider the Stikine route to be any move

PERCHANCE A JONAH.

The “Nellie G. Thurston” With Fair
Mrs. Bowles on Board Is Now
Anxiously Looked For.

The schooner “Negus,” Captain Mec-
Lure, has arrived at San Francisco en
route to.the Copper river from New
Haven, Conn, The fifteen gold hunters
on board were much disappointed when
they learned that the schooner Nellie
G. Thurston from New York, with an-
other party of Klondikers aboard, had
not reached port before them. The
schooners were for two days at anchor
together in Playa Parda cove, Straits of
Magellan, and both sailed at the same
time ‘for San Francisco. The Negus,
however, put into Valparaiso, but the
Thurston came straight on and should
have been in the Bay City some time
2go.

The Nellie G. Thurston has nineteen
men and one woman aboard, the latter
being a widow, Mrs. Nellie Bowles. She
%as with her a most elaborate outfit, in-
cluding a Winchester rifle, a revolver
and bowie knife, and plenty of money.
In rainy or stormy weather she dressed
in oilskins and long rubber boots and
belped the men about the deck. In the
cabin she appeared dressed in the height
of fashion and made everybody aboard
toe the mark. At Montevideo she stay-
ed at the Pyramid Hotel, while the Ne-
gus was in port, and gave a banquet to
her fellow passengers. The next day
she refused to continue the journey and
declared she was going to pay $750 to
reach San Francisco by the overland
route. The schooner was delayed 24
hours and she finally made up her mind
to come on. £

They were not a very happy family
during the first part of the voyage, and
Harry Waters, one of the largest stock-
holders in the venture, left the schooner
at Montevideo with the intention of go-
ing back to New York and then coming
to_San Francisco overland. When the
Thurston was in the Straits of Magel-
lan life aboard was very harmonious.

“I am afraid something has happened

taking | H

to the Nellie G. Thurston,” said F. O,
Gross, of the Thomas F. Negus. ‘“She
should have reachced San Francisco be-
fore us, as we stopped several days at
Valparaiso. I joined the Negus at
Montevideo and was in that port when
the Thurston arrived. She had aboard
twenty gold hunters, among them were
several professional men and a young
fellow named Miles, the son of a mil-
lionaire brewer of New .York, and Mrs.
Bowles. The latter is a handsome wo-
man ' about 30 years of age, and must
‘have had the gold fever real bad in or-
der to start out alone to hunt for riches.
The Thurston’s sleeping quarters were
in the hold, and a separate cabin was
partitioned off for the lady. The ban-

quet given by her at the Pyramid Hotel

was intended for a farewell sort*of af-
fair, but she changed her mind and I
saw her sail away with the rest of them
a few days later.

“When the Negus arrived I at once
joined her and we started after the
Thurston. At Punta Arenas. C. Adams,
one of our party, left the schooner and
went by steamer to Valparaiso, where he
rejoined us. He wanted a break in the
monotony and he got it, as every day he
was in Valparaiso he was expecting the
soldiers of Argentina to eross the moun-
1ains and attack the town. As soon as
the passes thréugh the mountains are
clear. of snow I think a war between
Argentina and Chile will break out.

“We caught up with the Nellie G.
Thurston in the Straits of Magellan and
spent two days in company in Playa
Parda cove. It was a beautiful spot,
and 'a mountain stream gave us a
chance to replenish our water tanks.
Mrs. . Bowles showed that she was a
gcod shot by bringing down a ‘deer and
supplying us all with fresh meat. The
Thomas F. Negus and the Nellie G.
Thurston left Playa Parda cove in com-
pany and we passed out into the Pacific
ahead of them. When eighty miles off
shore it blew a hurricane and we had a
terrible time of it. After passing Cape
Pillar we did not see the Thurston
again. I hope she gets in soon,:as I
have a number of very dear friends on
her.” v

AGAIN POOR €HINA.
This Time It Is Internal War That

Threatens Her With Further
Misery.

Victoria’s Chinatown is in a ferment
of excitement in consequence of letters
and . eablegrams just received. stating
that the ‘“hakas” are again raiding in
the three great districts of Sun-ning,
Ying-ping and Hoi-ping, having already
Beized the town df Heong-mai and mas-
sacred its inhabitants. “Hakas,” it is
explained, is a synonym for strangers
applied by the inhabitants of the Chinese
coast districts (the Bon-da) to the bar-
barous people of the hills,r with whose
customs they have for centuries been in
antagonism. »

Although under the same federal gov-
ernment there has bven feudal war be-
tween the two classes since time im-
memorial, and in 1853-4 the hakas made
repeated attempts to:capture the country
of the Bon-da and exterminate its in-
habitants. Their plans were betrayed
to the Chinese government, and the gen-
eral, Chang ick Ya, with imperial
troops, suppressed and drove them into
the mountains and their own principal
city, where they have since resided, close
to the borderland of Sun-ning.

During the past twenty years they
have been engaged in strengthening their
strongholds, Teo Teong, Yak Ying Fow,
en Hu and Ta Kai, at the same time
obtaining funds by subscription for the
purchase of war material. Every haka
man going to or coming from a foreign
country has been compelled to contribute
the equivalent to , besides which
Europeans have been engaged to
the forces in the methods of modern war-

fare. i %

It is stated that their plans are per-
fected, and they have marched inte Sun-
ning, seized households, and massacred
the entire ﬂ)o_pnlation of the little town
of Heong-Mai, in Sun-ning province. The
invaders are armed with American mag-
azine rifles, and are reported to be
marching on to the large city of Foo
Sak, the peaceful Bon-das flying in ter-
ror before them.

THE RETAIL MARKETS.

Scarcity of Beet—The Orange Crop Suffers
From Frost—Eggs Plentiful.

Not for some considerable time has
beef been as scarce as it is at present,
and the shortage seems only attributable
to the enmormously increased demand
that the Klondike trade has brought
about. Fatted cattle cannot be found in
sufficient numbers to meet the demands
of the market, and some of the local
butchers have once more had to fall back
on the Manitoba supply. With grocers,
the only thing interesting to report is
that the oranges which have been eelling
for some time past are not of the best
quality, most of the California crop hav-
ing been touchéd by frost. Eggs, they
state, are retailing at 20 cents 'a dozen,
being very plentifal just now.
