by section 7, of the Amended Act, the
collector of votes is directed to so en-
ter it unless written objection has beem
received by him in the meantime. By
sub-section F' and G of section 11, as
amended by the Election Act, the collec-
tor of votes shall hold a court of revi-
gion on the first Monday of May and No-
vember in each year, and he shall adju-
dicate only on the names which have
been objected to in writing thirty days
prior thereto, and, of which objection,
notice has been given 21 days prior there-
to, to the party whose name has been ob-
jected to. The result, therefore, is that
all names filed at any time 30 ‘days prior
to May 7 and objected to in writing can-

He had the
gaming fever on him, and repairing to
the cabin of a co-worker, Steve Fedigo
by name, endeavored to possess himself
of the savings of which he knew the fru-
gal and temperate miner was posgesged.
Fedigo naturally resisted despoilation,
and Sievertz shot him dead.
Immediately there was an inrush of
the other people of the camp, aroused to
excited action by the pistol shot, and the
partially sobered perpetrator of the
crime was found with the still-smoking
revolver in his grasp. He met the
threatening crowd defiantly, and fired
again at Nels Christensen, who led the
posse. Nels fell, but only stunned—not
seriously injured.
Then strong arms hurled the murder-
er, gambler, rioter and thief to the
ground, and bound his arms against fur-
ther mischief. -

An hour later the company’s store held
an excited throng of stern, rough men,
two flickering oil lamps giving light to
the deliberations of a typical ~miners
meeting to determine the procédure with
regard to the deliverance of Sievertz in-
to the hands of justice, He with ro
hands was an interested but silent spec-
tator.

The expenses of New York last year
for local purposes, exclusive of bond is-
sues, amounted to $10.56 per capita of an
estimated population of 3,500,000, - The
combined annual expenditures of the six
largest states in the’ Unionrare less than
those of the city of New York, and the
fipancial transactions of the latter are
equal in amount to one-seventh of those
of the national government.
The credit of the city, it may be stat-
ed at the outset, is second only to that
of the federal goyernment, and the prop-
erty owned by the municipality, if sold
at market value, would pay the entire
funded debt several times over.
The cousolidation of 90 municipalities]
with the former city of New York was
the culmination of a sentiment o fixed
wpon an idea that there had been little
careful reckoning of the cost. The
municipality, by taking in the extra ter-
ritory and population, doubled its debt,
added less than one-fourth to its tangible
assets, and increased the cost'of local
government $15,000,000 a year.  This
added cost is the price paid by the tax-
payers for a sentiment and for haste and
carelessness in the work completing con-
solidation,  The cost of government for
the enlarged city was in 1809 approxi-
mately $15,000,000 more than the com-
bined expenditures of the various muni-
cipalities for the last year of their sep-
arate existence. This increase was ex-
cesgive and altogether unnecessary to the
maintenance of thorough and progressive
government.—Hon. Bird 8.

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FATHER ORTH.

Sketch of the Career of the New Catho-
lic Bishop.

The Catholic Sentinel publishes the fol-
lowing sketch of Rev. Father Orth, who
is shortly to be consecrated Catholie
Bishop of Vancouver Island:

“Father Orth was born on December
6, 1848, at Algert, near Cologne,. He
studied at the University of Cologne, the
American College and the University of
Louvain. On July 25, 1872, he was or-
dained priest at Brussels and immediate-
ly started for the mission fields on the
shores of the Pacific, his companion on
the journey to his new field of labor be-
ing Father Verhaag, now tor of Bak-
er City. Soon after arriving in Port-
land Father Orth was appointed assist-
ant teacher at St. Michael’s College,
then presided over by Right Rev. Bishop
Glorieux of Idaho. After a short term
in the college Father Orth was sent to
the Umatilla Indian reservation, reach-
ing that place in the fall of 1878.
miseionary and teacher he labored there
for two years, after which he was sent
to Camp Harney, in what is now Har-
ney county. Father Orth served there
as acting chaplain of the a part of
his duties being with the Indians on the
neighboring reservations. After the close
of the Indian troubles in that part of'the
state, and the consequent abandonment
of the post by the government, he was
appointed by Most Rev. F, N. .'Blanchet,
then Archbishop of Oregon City, to the
Canyon City parish, where he erected
a sohool'and taught the Catholic children
of that place until 1877, when he was re-
called to Portland and appo_mted assist-
ant to Very Rev. Father Fierens, V.G.,
pastor of the cathedral, formerly located
at Third and Stark streets. Here:he
remained until 1883, when he was iin-
structed by the Archbishop to establish a
new parish.in South - Portland, now
known ae St. Lawrence parish. The work
was taken up with characteristic energy
and within a short time the pastor ‘of St.
Lawrence had erected a church costing
815,000, a residence costing $3,500, and

Canada, met in St. Paul’s church, Nel-
son, on Wednesday, May 1. The Rev.
D. G. McQueen, B.A., of Edmonton, re-
tiring moderator, preached the opening
sermon, and the Rev. G. A. Wilson, B.
A., of Vancouver, was elected to suc-
ceed him.

As is fitting in a synod having juris-
diction over so vast and mew a terri-
tory the home mission committee‘s re-
port was a prominent feature of the pro-
ceedings. It showed that during the year
17 new mission fields had been taken up,
an increase to which every presbytery
had contributed its share. There are at
present under the care of the synod 85
mission fields, with 312 preaching sta-
tions. Four fields passed from the care
of the ecommittee, two becoming aug-
mented charges and two others, Fernie
and Phoenix, becoming self-sustaining
congregations. The work in the Yukon
and Northern British Columbia, which
has hitherto been managed directly from
the central office in Toronto, has been
transferred to this synod, and placed
under the care of Westminster presby-
tery. Last year the home mission com-
mittee spent $18,372. The estimates for
this year, including. $4,650 for the Yu-
kon and §1,500 for work among the Gal-
jcians and other recent immigrants in
Alberta, are $28,150,

Another encouraging and interesting
report was that presented by the Sab-
bath school committee. It was present-
ed by the Rev. J. A. Logan, convener,
and showed an increase in the number
of schools of 33. There are now 895 re-
gular Sabbath school workers, who have
under their care 7,569 scholars. The
schools cost for all purposes $7,016. The
question of appointing a Sabbath school
missionary for the synod was discussed,
and the probability is that such an ap-
pointment will shortly be made. =
The state of the century tungl within
the synod was carefully looked into apd
with all the presbyteries well in line
supporting the movement, a very con-
servative estimate placed the contribu-
tions from this synod at about $40,000.
The synod was pleasantly entertained
at an afternoon “at home by Judge and
Mrs. Forin on Wednesday.

Prospecting for Oo;zl—_at Vesuviug Bay—
Island Telephone System.
Salt_Spring Island, May 8—Mr. and

Mrs. L. G. Tolson and Mrs. C. W. Tol-
son and two children have arrived home

A public meeting was held in the public
haill on Saturday evening last to consider
the best method of managing the tele-
phone system of the Island. 'This sys-

It was further decided to
charge the holders of private telephones
$5 per year for central charges and to
help keep the line in repair and also to
issue tickets to the public for one dollar,
each entitling the holder to the mse of
the public: telephone system for one year.
