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Situation In
Manchuria

8t. Petersburg Startled at Pros.
pect of Amur Provinces
Being Abandoned.

Progress of Paclfic Ideas Due to
Emperor’s New Light
on Affalrs.

St. Petersburg, March 24.—(12:45 a.
m.)—The possibility that if the Russian
army should be unable to hold the lower
line of the Sungari river at Chunchiatsu
it may be compelled to retreat not only
to Harbin, but also further westward
along the railroad, abandoning to the
Japanese northern Manchuria and the
Russian maritime’ Amur provinces, as
well, is the latest startling news from
the front.

The strategic weakness of Gen. Line-
vitch’s position, as he falls back north-
ward, is made clear by a Gunshu de-
spatch to the Associated Press, in which
it is pointed out that unless Chuntchiat-
su and the Sungari lines, & scant hum-
dred miles below Harbin, can be held, it
will be difficult to maintain a position
farther back than Harbin, where, with
the front of the army paralleling the
railroad, the practicability of a turning
movement to completely sever communi-
cation and isolate the army, 6,000 miles
from home, is too serious for Russian
consideration. In view of this possibil-
ity, the despatch alluded to suggests the
advisability of immediately providing
[Vladivostok with war munitions and
supplies for a two years’ siege. The cor-
respondent estimates the number of rein-
forcements needed to. give Gen. Line-
vitch the requisite superiority in ferce
at 200,000. That such a despatch should
have been permitted to pass the cemnsor
at the present is significant, and if Gen.
Linevitch has communicated a similar
estimate of the sitnation to Emperor
‘Nicholas, it may account for His Majes-
ty’s increased disposition to listen to
peace councils and open negotiations be-
fore the Japanese establish themselves
on Russian soil. With Manchuria en-
tirely abandoned to the Japanese, and
only Vladivostok left, it is realized that
Russia will be g

Practically at Japan'’s Mercy
in-the matter of peace terms.

It can now be definitely stated that
the decision to appoint Grand Duke
Nicholas Nicholaevitch to the supreme
command in the Far East was reconsid-
ered because the outlook at the front
does not warrant the risk of compromis-
ing the prestige of a member of the im-
perial family.

Military authorities here believe that:
unless ‘General Linevitch is sure of his
ability to hold the lower Sungari line he
will risk his whole army if he fortifies
and concentrates there, as, if he should
be defeated, his line of retreat lies to
two sides of an angle, the third side of
which is open to the enemy’s advance.

At the general staff office, the view
that Gen. Linevitch Inay be compelled to
abandon Harbin and retire toward Lake
Baikal, leaving Vladivostok to its fate,
is regarded as almost unwarranted by
anything that is officially known there, it
being pointed out that Field Marshal
Oyama will have a long and laborious
task to bring up an army of 300,000 to
400,000 men.

Meanwhile Russian reinforcements
are arriving at Harbin at the rate of
1200 men per day. Nevertheless it is
significant that there is nmow a wall
marked peace party at the war office.

DISAPPOINTED CLAIMANTS.

Bondholders Anxious as to Outcome of
Affair in Dominge.

, Paris, March 24.—The authorities
here say that no steps are being consid-
ered relative to pressing _the French
claims against Santo Domingo..
explained that the French holders of
Dominican bonds hoped the TUnited
States senate would ratify the treaty
adjusting the finances of Santo Domin-
go and the bondholders were much dis-
appointed at the fact that action on the
treaty was deferred. They have not,
however, taken steps to .secure govern-
ment interveuntion and the latter has not
yet shown a disposition to assume™the
collection of the debts by the adoption
of  drastic measures. The officials here
say the total amount of Dominican
bonds held in Furope is avout $21,000,-
000, divided in order of importance be-
tween Belgium, France, Holland and
IGermany. Although Belgium is chiefly
interested, the authorities point out that
she is a neutral power, not having the
‘means to adopt coercive measures.

France approached the United States
some months since with the view of se-
curing details of the Dominican sources
of revenue, but. these proved so compli-
cated that the officials entertain little
hope of utilizing them for settling the
forejgn bonds.

The cabi-
net is as follows: Lomer Gouin, premier
and attorney-general; A. Turgeon, min-
ister of crown lands; A. Tessier, minis-
ter of agriculture; J. C. McCorkill, pro-
vincial treasurer; R. L. Roy, provinecial

etary; Jules Allard, minister of pub-
lic works; W. A. Weir, minister without
portfolio. By-elections will be held on
April 19. The appointment of Mr. Al-
lard as minister of public works came
as a surprise. His entry into the cabi-
net was due to the refusal of Hon. Hor-
ace Archambault to accept the attorney-
generalship unless he was allowed to re-
tain the Speakership of the legislative
council, which he was allowed to do un-
der Parent.

Consort of Herald Street Woman
Makes Murderous Attack
: With a Rezor.

(From Fx;id.ly’s Daily.)

In the level of the sodden, lives John
LaPlant, French-Canadian bartender.
He is oné of a class notorious, even
among the sodden—a consort of a fallen
'woman, Yesterday morning he made
a desperate attempt to murder the wo-
man, Minnie Williams, of 14 Herald
street, by slashing her throat with a
razor. She will live. Had she not
fought desperately against the murder-
ous attack—the two rooms of her dwell-
.ing in the district below the deadline be-
ing splashed with ‘blood and traces of
the struggle—her body would have beeun
on a slab at the morgue, instead of at
the hospital, and LaPlant. would have
been held. at the city lock-up to answear
to a charge of murder, instead of at-
tempted murder.

LaPlant had been employed as bar-
tender at a Wharf street hotel—sucu
men as he who live on the ill-gained
earnings of women such as his vietim
usually endeavor to have an employ-
ment; this prevents them being arvested
as vagrants. At an early hour yester-
day morning he went to the woman’s
Louse—the disordered kitchen table with
the remnants of a supper for two gave
evidence of what he went for—his sup-
per. He left afterwards and the woman
retired. -

About noon yesterday LaPlant return-
ed and quarreled with the woman. He
had been drinking, but was not drunk.
In a fury he grasped the woman by her
hair—it was hanging unkempt, she hav-
ing got up when her paramour arrived.
With a razor he slashed at her throat,
she fighting, struggling to thrust him
away, and grasping the razor which cut
her fingers to the bone. LaPlant’s rage
saved the woman, for instead of cutting
at the jugular he tore the flesh under the
chin, and although there are a number
of wounds at the throat and breast,
none are fatal.

Furniture was knocked over, and ear-
pet, curtains, everything in the twe
rooms of the shack splashed with blood
and clotted hair, slashed by the weapon.
Finally the woman, tripping in a bloed-
stained nightgown, made her way out of
the back door and rushed across the al-
ley to the house of a woman occupying
No. 16 Herald street, shouting “Police—
Murder.” LaPlant did not follow her.
He went to the Princess saloon. Con-
stable Best was on Government street
at this time, and 2 man told him of the
cutting. He hurried to the scene, and
at the door of the Princess saw a quan-
tity of blood on the street. He then met
LaPlant coming out with his hand bleed-
ing; he had cut his forefinger on the
rigut hand to the bone, and it was bleed-
ing profusely.

Victoria Steamer
May Be Seized

Stanley Dollar Alleged to Have
Violated Chinese Exclusion
Laws at *Frisco.

Woman Refused Landing Here
Also Not Permitted to Land
at Californian Port.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The steamer Stanley Dollar, now at
Ladysmith loading bunker coal for her
voyage to the Orient from San Francis-
co, is in danger of being seized on ar-
rival at a United States port. The
steamer, which is registered at this port,
is said to have violated the Chinese ex-
clusion laws when at San Francisco,.
which port she left on Saturday last for
Kobe, via Ladysmith. The San Fran-
cisco Examiuer says:

‘“The British steamship Stanley Dollar
of the Dollar line may be seized by the
{United States authorities when next she
puts into an American port. The cus-
tom house officers and the immigration
‘bureau say her master, Capt. Bruce, has
violated the provisions of the Chinese
exclusion laws in relation to the inspec-
tion of crews. The ship has sailed and
the aunthorities at Washington have been
notified of the lapse.

“When a vessel arrives at this port
witht a Chinese crew on board represent-
atives from the immigration bureau and
Chinese bureau proceed to examine her
crew and take an accurate description of
each man. This is done to prevent sub-
stitution, and if any of the crew escape
they are more likely to be captured.

“The regulations provide that a mas-
ter of such a ship leaving the port must
report his intentions to the commissioner
of immigration at least twenty-four
hours before sailing. This is done to
enable the bureau to check off the crew
a?d see that no substitution has taken
place.

“When the Stanley Dollar was loaded
on Saturday afternoon she pulled out in
the stream. The watchman, who was
on the wharf, reported the fact to the
immigration offices. Shortly afterwards
the steamer took up anchor and dropped
down opposite Meiggs whart.
The matter was reported to. Chief
Mehan of the Chinese bureau. Mr. Me-
han instructed the officer on duty at the
barge office to notify the captain of the
Stanley ‘Dollar not to sail until the in-
spection had been made the following
morning. No notice was taken of this,
and a short time afterwards the Stanley
Dollar was passing through the heads.
_ “The customs authorities ordered the
revente cutter Golden Gate to go in'pur-
suit, but the cuttér was unable to catch
thie outgoing steamship. ;
