The Throne of Holland.
The small kingdom of Holland is likely 

soon to bear a distant resemblance to England 
in having a Queen for its ruler. The Salic 
law does not hold in the Netherlands, and the 
heir presumptive to the present monarch is a 
young princess eight years of age, who will 
probably be crowned Queen one of these fine 
days. Her Royal sire, who is 72 years of 
age, has for a long time been in a most deli- 
cate state of health, and is reported to be 
sinking. He cannot hope to live long, and 
the Netherlands have, therefore, to consider 
seriously who is to succeed him. This same 
question cropped up some years ago, when 
the present King William’s natural heirs by 
his first wife died. His two sons, the Prince 
of Orange and Prince Alexander, passed away 
in early manhood, partly through their own 
irregularities, and partly through the inberi- 
tance of mad and bad blood from the Court 
of Russia, with which they claimed consan- 
guinity. There were four other individuals 
who might legitamately have succeeded the 
King in default of bis sons. Two of these 
were his brother. Prince Henry, and his 
uncle, Prince Frederick. But they died also, 
and the Crown of Rolland seemed to be with- 
out a claimant till the Emperor of Germany 
gave some doubtful bints to the effect that 
it ought properly to fall to him, in virtue of 
his rightful title of Prince of Orange, which 
all Prussian kings have borne since 1702. If 
Prussia had not directly thus obtained the 
away of Holland she might have got it indi- 
rectly through the succession to the throne of 
either King William IIl’s sister or his aunt, 
each of whom was married to a German 
Prince, But the Hollanders love their inde- 
pendence, and the thought that they might 
in any way fall under the dominion of Prus- 
sia was agonizing to them. Their king, there- 
tore, determined to marry again, and be, with 
a special thought of offspring, chose a lady 
scores of years younger than himself. She 
is the mother of the young Princess who is 
now heiress to the throne, and she it is who 
will probably be appointed as Regent if the 
King dies. Thus Holland will be temporarily 
relieved of her difficulties, and if the Princess 
Wilhemina Helina Paulina Mary only makes 
half a8 good a ruler as the Queen of England 
her subjects will have no reason to regret the 
absence of the Salic Law in Holland.

Agriculture The Value of Sheep.

The value of sheep is not sufficiently 
appreciated by the general farmer. 
Most farmers keep a few sheep, but 
they are not kept and managed to 
make the most profit, and in many 
cases no profit at all is made. Many 
are killed by dogs, some stray off, and 
many times the remainder come home 
in the fall looking like a bunch of 
burrs. Their value in cleaning and 
renovating old farms is too great to 
be overlooked by the farmer, especi- 
ally when so many have poor, bushy 
farms. But to renovate an old farm— 
is not not where the greatest value 
lies ; it is in mutton and wool. But 
to gain all the profit that may be re- 
alised, sheep must be well cared for, 
and all their products properly looked 
after and disposed of.

Almost every farmer is aware of 
the fact that a sheep must be fat to 
make the best mutton, but few con- 
ceive the idea that a properly and 
well-fed sheep produces more and 
better wool than one poorly-fed and 
cared for. Wool is a product from 
feeding just the same as fat or flesh, 
and the flock should be fed and man- 
aged with a view to wool growth, and 
that of fine quality. The demand for 
wool by the manufacturers, whose 
goods are used by everybody at all 
times and seasons, will likely never 
decrease, nor will it become unsalable 
at profitable prices.

À properly raised sheep between 
the age of three and five years makes 
the best mutton. Turnips are a cheap 
crop, and when fed freely to sheep 
with their other feed, make the juciest 
and tenderest of mutton. It is said 
that it is due to feeding turnips to 
sheep and cattle that English beef and 
mutton are of superior quality. There 
is a great deal in slaughtering and 
dressing mutton to make fine flavored 
meat. For this reason the sheep 
should be well bred, and then dressed 
as quickly as possible.

Farm Life.

Life on the farm is not such drudg- 
ery as it is represented to be. Too 
often, we think, much farm life is lit- 
tie less than hard tiring work. But 
hard work is not necessarily drudgery. 
Drudgery depends upon the spirit in 
which it is performed. The very 
lightest work may be irksome, while 
fatiguing labor may be a pleasure. It 
is the thought and interest we put 
into our labor that give it dignity. 
And, so long as farm life contains 
nothing but drudgery, the young will 
try to escape it. Some work can be 
nothing but drudgery; but is not this 
a fact in every calling or profession? 
It is the love we have for one dis- 
agreeble details into factors in the se- 
complishment of a grand and noble 
purpose. We become so absorbed in 
our work that there need be no neces- 
sity or duty driving us to its perform- 
ance.

Then, if we would keep the boys on 
the farm, we must arouse their inter- 
est and love in the work. Thus we 
can lift farm life above a mere routine 
of exhausting drudgery. But this in- 
terest must be instilled by example. 
We must impart a love for the work 
by feeling it ourselves. Instead of 
doing your work in a slipshod way, 
which will be imitated by the boys, 
or which will drive them away from 
you, if they have any ambition to 
have things done in a thorough, or- 
derly manner, you must put your 
heart into the work, and will soon find 
the boys growing into an earnest en- 
deavor to second your plans. Do not 
make a mere hired man of your son, 
compelling him to work so hard that 
all ambition for making his life on 
the farm one of enjoyment and honor 
is smothered. If you would have him 
take an interest in the management 
and conduct of the farm, he must have 
energy for thinking and planning.

Turnips for Cows.

Replying to a question as to how 
the flavor of turnips can be removed 
from milk given by cows fed on them, 
the Country Gentleman saya :—

Turnips are objectionable food for 
cows that are kept for butter, for 
several reasons. They contain very 
little nutriment, and still less material 
for making fat or butter; 1,000 lbs. of 
them contain only 1-1b. of fat, 11 lbs. 
of albuminoids, and 60 lbs. of carbo, 
hydrates, and the last mentioned are 
chiefly in the form of sugar and 
starch. The large quantity of sap in 
these roots have a laxative effect upon 
the bowels, and thus cause a waste of 
nutriment, as well as producing irri- 
tation of the digestive organs to some 
extent. They also contain a strong 
volatile substance, which is rapidly 
absorbed by the system, and passes 
off by the lungs, the skin, and by the 
milk. To some extent, however, they 
are useful as winter food, when the 
bulk of the feeding is made up of dried 
fodder, as they relieve or avoid the 
costive effect of this dry food, and to 
a small extent may aid the digestion 
of the concentrated grain food con- 
sumed. The odor and taste of the 
turnips may be avoided in the butter 
by feeding them during the milking 
or immediately before or after it, as 
the volatile matter will pass off by 
the lungs or skin very quickly, and 
will escape, so as not to affect the 
milk.

Sound Tough Feet.

That there is much in the soil and 
mineral character of the grass and 
grain that the colts are reared upon 
to produce sound, tough feet and good 
bone and muscle is no longer a ques- 
tion, but it is little needed. A writer 
in Agriculture, London, England, ap- 
propriately illustrates it. He says: 

• " The question of feeding young 
stock with a view to the production of 
sound durable feet, one of the import- 
ant points to be considered is change 
of pasture. Foals kept with their 
dams, or after weaning, upon grass 
grown upon low-lying black muck 
soils can hardly be expected to develop 
the best quality of hoof born. We 
know by practical experience that 
lambs kept too long upon such land 
grow weakly in constitution and too 
fine in bone, although at the same 
time they may, and frequently do, lay 
on fat rapidly. In the case of colts 
fat is not a desideratum.

We want a good supply of flesh or 
just good condition, but the chief aim 
should be the development of the 
frame. Bone of the best quality is 
only produced on lands where there 
is a sufficient supply of mineral mat- 
ter—earthly salts—for its production. 
This being unquestionably the case, it 
is sound logic to argue that a change 
of pasture from low on to high-lying 
land where mineral matter and not 
humus predominates, must be bene- 
ficial. Where sound, flinty bone can 
be grown, good feet as a general rule, 
follow as a matter of course. If too 
fine bone is produced, the quality of 
born hoof is proportionately lessened. 
If too coarse a bone is grown by fore- 
ing methods of feeding upon low 
ground, the size of such bone is mainly 
dependent upon sponginess, and the 
feet partake of the same character. A 
sound, compact turnip is a good feed, 
ing material. An overgrown turnip 
is too cellular, too spongy. Hoofs fol- 
low the same rule, and the same kind 
of soil that grows a big pithy turnip 
will neually grow that kind of foot. 
Low ground and luxuriant pasture 
are valuable for inducing a great flow 
of milk in the mare which has a foal 
at foot, but after a good start has been 
obtained the sooner a change is made 
to shorter, more nutritious pasture 
produced on mineral soil the better 
will it be for the colt. We are well 
aware of the fact that sucking colts 
look astonishingly well while with 
their dams on luxuriant meadows on 
alluvial soil, but like pink-nosed lambs 
while fat enough and apparently 
wealthy in bone and supplied with 
grand hoofs, they show what they are 
in reality when weaned, put on their 
own resources, and in the case of colts 
broken to labor. Under this test one 
finds out that the beauty of form was 
composed of flabby tissue instead of 
firm muscle, and the size of bone and 
feet and of spongy material of little 
practical value for hard labor.

Silver but Spurious.

It is surprising to learn that there is a 
large quantity of silver money in circulation 
—nearly @100,000 worth—which is spurious 
at the same time. In other words the coins 
are composed of honest silver, but, not hav- 
ing been issued by the Mint are not current 
coin. The Bank of England can detect 
them, and invariably sends them back. But 
they pass easily among ordinary traders, and 
many of them are clever imitations of old 
coins, which excite not the faintest suspicion. 
It is another phase of the silver difficulty. 
The value of that metal having contiually 
deteriorated of late years, the margin of 
profit to be got by coining silver is sufficiently 
large to make the trade pay without using 
base metal. Most of the work is believed to 
be done abroad, and it is calculated that there 
is a profit of from fifty to seventy percent to 
be had by this curious practice of making 
counterfeit money of genuine metal.

Tuberculosis Milk.

Merino Underwear,

in all the latest patterns of
The European veterinarians, at the 

annual meeting at Paris, last summer, 
showed the danger of using milk or 
meat from tuberculosis cattle, a dis- 
ease. of course, better known in the 
Old World than in America; but sick- 
ness is often traced to milk from un- 
healthy cows. The British Medical 
Journal vouches for the accuracy of 
the following statement, which is 
quoted to show the poisonous nature 
of milk from tuberculosis cows. The 
owner of a valuable herd of cows 
found that so large a proportion of 
his herd was affected with this disease 
as to suggest the possibility of infee- 
tion by association in the byres. He 
therefore withdrew his milk from the 
market, and used it, without boiling, 
for fattening his large herd of pigs, 
on which he prides himself not less 
than on his cows. As a consequence 
the pigs have all, without exception, 
becoming effected with the disease to 
such an extent as to necessitate the 
slaughter of the whole herd. Another 
point of practical importance was that 
no nodules or other indications of 
localized tubercule in the cow’s udders 
could be discovered in this case many 
authorities regarding that condition 
as necessary before the milk is espa- 
ble of transmitting the disease. Such 
a case as this, which is only one of the 
many others of a similar nature which 
has been brought to light within the 
last few months, serves to show that 
tubercolosis is a disease which can not 
be too vigilantly guarded against, and 
that no efforts should be spared to 
eradicate this direful scourge, or at 
least to mitigate as far as can be done 
its prevalence among our dairy and 
other stocks.

1875 a Senate 
was established with the legislative power, 
but its enactments had to be confirmed by the 
Mikado. Since then the feeling in favour of 
the adoption of constitutional government 
has been growing, and in 1881 the Mikado 
announced that that important step would be 
taken in 1890.

Next year the two branches of the Imperial 
Legislature will be formed, and will assume 
their functions. Seldom in the history of the 
world has so great a revolution been peace- 
fully accomplished.
