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T00 MUCH “ASsISTED EMIGRATION.”

Out sutborities, both dominion and pro-
vincial, haa better call a halt in the matter
of "assisied emigration,” at least until such
time as we can fiad ont what precisely the
cotntry wants and whither we are drifting
in thiv matter,  The minister of agricul-
ture, so it is reported, has been telegraphing
o Sir Charles Tupper that common and
agticultural labor is wanted in Manitoba
and throughout the dominion, and that
10,000 luborers are still wanted on the Pa-
cific railway works, - As to railway require
meuts the company aund their contractors
ought ‘to ' koow best; and if men
are 'brought ont here expressly for
railway work, themselves being aware of
it, they cannot be said to have been in-
duéed to ' come on  false pretences. We
would wélcame even a surplus of old coun-
try railway laborers, if it would only guar-
antée us that the Chinese plague which now
thieategs Canads shculd be stayed, And
th_g‘j-é is alwsys the probability that a
goo"ﬂy proportion of those who come as
railway laborers will take up land, and re-
mein as settlers, Still, as the Hamilton
Times says, ‘‘Canadian money should not
bapeid out to aid Angus, Stephen & Co, to
reducé the wages they now have to give
whtkien, aud Mr, Pope should be inform-
ed that bis cry for additional common la-
bogwq in. /Ontario at.-all events, bas no
whreant;sand that the importation of more
laborérs at the present time will prove a
great ibjury and injustice to honest, hard-
working men already here.” .

1t is decidedly pot the thing, however, to
teleguph to. England that . *‘common end
agricultural labour” is wanted in this
country. Strictly agricultural labor may be
wanted, but nothing more, And even with
regard to farm laborers we had better pro-
cetd cautiously, for farmers have a nasty
trickl employiug men during the summer
and turning them adrift iu the winter to
burden the cities and towns,

The import'ation of *“ waifs and strays” of
boys from the slums of old country cities is
another form of emigration madness, which
is being run into the ground by some people
whose unsclfishness in the premises is at
least open to suspicion. We quote again
from the Times:

Phis latter'ought to be looked af, and
acted upon, from a Canadian point of view,
The question should be, not whether the
imwmigration'would be good for the English
boys, but whether - it would be good for
Canads and Canadisns, There is no lack
of boys 1n Canadion towns and citics, The
greatest trouble is to find employment for
the native boys, either at mechanical trades,
or in clerkships and professions, An influx
of English boys into these ranks would do
incalculable barm. If there is any open-
ing at at all for poor English lads, iv must
be on the farms, and there are few farmers
who employ hired help all the year round.
It would not be sound policy to bring the
boys to Tanada to work on the farms
eight months in the year and loaf in the
ci‘ies the remaining four months, Canada
has plenty of spare land and can  welcome
immigrants who are able to help them-
neltwa. But assisted emigration is played
out,

For their own interest the people of Ca
nada had better watch well every move and
every phase of thisassisted emigration busi-
ness, It is well worth watching, we may
be assured,  The strictest and the closest

- inquiry poesible should be made, in order
to find out whetler anybody is making money
by it, That is a main point, respecting
which the pcople of Canada should be ac-
enrately informed, We say—turn on the
light, so that things which so far are known
to a few only shall be made known to every-
body. Wehope that, both in the dominion
parliament and the provincial asseniblice
members will be found faithful enough to
the people’s intcreats to probe this whole
business of asssisted emigration to the very

HOPS, BARLEY AND BEER.

We find the following little item in cne
of our exchanges :

An authority on the hop crop of New
York says that as hops go up glucose and
other adulterations go down thé throats of
beer con: umers, the brewers insisting upon |
the average profit on their product, regird.
less of its quality,

The above may have a great deal of truth
in it, but still its circulation at this time is
fitted fo convey a most mistaken impres-
sion, The casual reader, glancing over it,
would mnaturally take it for granted that
hops weré very dear at present, and that
from the high price of hops brewers were
termpted to wuse substitutes, Bub the
fact  is that hops are very
cheap just now, it being difficult
to get as much as thirty cents per pund
for them in Moutreal or New York, Last
fall, owing to the cry of failure of the crop,
hops wens up to $1.20; bat there has been
u greab tumble since, and parties who re-
fused 81 last epring have recently tried in
vain to get 40c, As for barley, the price
for this season is scarcely ‘“made’’ yet, but
we notice that at present it is guoted in
Toronto at very low figures—from 50c. to

G5+ 1. in the more pecesssry to publish
theve ‘nnts if it be true, as we are infoimed,
ihat “ihe brewers have lately heen
mukiog » considerable rise on the price
of beer. The fsct is that both barley
and hops are wvery cheap just now, and
beer ought to be cheap too, but it is not

The little paragraph avove quoted s 8 most
deceptive one, because it Jeads the general
public to suppose that bops are dear,
whereas they are uncommonly cheap, with
a large and abundant’ crop now on the
ground or just gathered, both in Europe and
America, Barley being down to Jow figurcs
too, beer ought to be cheap in proportion.
What reason the brewers can give for pnt-
ting up or keeping up the price of beer now
we a+v at aloss to conjécture, We advise
their customers to investigate sharply into
the fac’s of the case and find out where the
“‘gigger in the woodpile is.”
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FREDDIE GEBHARDT WINS $57,000.

When a young man of fortune—an in-
heritor of many. thonsands—goes on the
tarf, then as a geners] ru'e himself and his
money are soon parted, and a familiar old
proverb gets another ‘illustration, This is
the way it generally happene, but so it bus
not proved in Freddie GGebhardt’s case, says
an American contémporary, He was the
fortupate heir to enough money and pro-
perty to bring him in a permanent income
of $70,000 or $80,000 8 year ; but, unlike
many other young men similarly circum-
stanced, he has managed so far to keep his
principal and save some of the interest be-
sides, though living in high style and re-
ported a little ““fast.”” Saturday last was a
great race day at Monuonth park, New
York, when a sweepstakes of $500 each,
with $5000 added by the management, was
ruu for over a mile and a half course by
some six or seven horses, Great interest at-

hunt ” came in * Eole,” 8 brown horse be.
longivg to Gebhardt, who appeared to the
crowd to have just thrown away $500 for
the honor of running his horse in such dis-
tinguished company. Lorillard, vexed that
his Derby wioner should be thus ignobly
beaten in America, demanded another trial,
and was accommodated, the next race
being fixed for Tuesday last. To
the general surprise, Gebhardt entered
his horse again, which was considered sim-
ply presumption on" his part,. As nobody
expected “Eole” to win, bets against him ab
long odds were easily obtained, The start
was made, and, when the rest of the horses
had apparently done their best, *‘Eole”
rushed to the front, kept gaining, and came
out the winner by four lengths, to the sur-
prise of everybody, = Gebhardt raked in tle
sweepstakes of $7500, including his own
$500, and won 850,000 in bets besides, This,
it is believed, will pay all the expenses of
his tour with the “Jersey Lily,” and still
{eavé a considerable margin for futurse oper-
ations. Heis nrged now to try his horse
o English ground, but his friends think-he
is too cautious to risk 1,

MALARIA BY THE SEA SHORE.

Where are we to find pure, fresh air, if
not by the shore of the sounding sea, upon
which blows the free air ¢f heaven from the
vast expense of ocear ? One would think
that by the sea shore, if anywhere, pure,
healthy air would be found, And yet the
prevalence of malaria at some of the Atlan-
tic seaside resorts is the cause of much re-
mark by the American press just now; and
geveral deaths, even, from it have been re-
ported, Joaquin Miller says that half the
sea coast from Cape May to Maine is mala-
rious, Certain causes of the . trouble are
indicated in the following paragraphs:

A despatch from Portsmouth, New
Hampshire, says: A careful investigation
indicates that the malaria fever existing at
Little Boar's Head, Rye Beach, and the vi-
cinity is traceable to the tainted water of a
well adjacent to the cottage occupied by Mr,
Lewis who died recently, The well was
sunk near the --base of a hill, while a cess-
pool‘for the reception of refuse was placed
higher up the same hill, The well-water is
now very offensive, Two summer residents
have already died and another is not ex-
pected to live,

The New York Herald has these remarks:
Most soil near the scashore is naturally
siturated with moisture, and unless the
owners of hotels, boarding houses and fam-
ily cottages are more careful than other
people the cesspools, vaults and garbage
heaps are near enough to the wells to pollute
the drinking water gooner than if they were
further inland, The natural relief from such
risk to health and life is to use only cistern
water for table and cooking purposes; but
the bhuilder who does not conwect the
cistern overflow- with the cesspool,
the overflow of which last named re-
captacle occasionally finds its way back to
the cistern, is an exc:ption to the general
rule, No amouut of pure ocean air in ths
lungs can neutralize the vad effects of pol-
luted water in the stomach, In looking for
a country boarding place it is quite proper
to compare bills of fare and the quality of
the mattresses on the beds ; but unless the
water supply of a house otherwise satisfac-
tory is beyond the possibility of pollution
the family in search of health should look
elsewhere,

The Tribuue says: Dr. Caarles P, Rus.
se/, sanitary inspector of the New York
health department, contributes to the Me-
dical Record an interesting accouat of the
chauges in medical opinion upon this sub-
ject, Thesum of Dr, Russel’s conclusions
18 that which several disitingnished authori-
t es have. reached—that all the existing
theories are inadequate, and that the tiue
explanation is, apparently, yet to be found,
Dr, Russel, like any other medical man,
has been compelled to revise his opinions,
being especially led to it by learn-
ing that Dr, iHayes, the late Arctic
explorer, had himself treated cases of in.
termittent fever among the natives in the
polar regions, where the summer tempera-
ture very rarely rose above 60° F., and
where the average for the warmest month
was only about 45°, This secmed to him
to dispose of tfie idea that an average eum-
mer temperature of at least 59° I. is an
essential factor in causing such fevers,
Futther investigation showed many in-
stances of malarial disease in localities
where vegetable decompoeition—onece ths
cause usuaily assigned-—was impossible to
