And
thisis not expected to come from the use. of
natural gas; bus from improved methods,of
producing gas from ordmnary soft cosl. *A
joiné committes of the Council and Board of
Trade: of Akron, O., has been looking into &
‘proposition ‘td furnish foel gas by the
Loomis process ab 6 cents per 1,000 teet.
This - investigation discloses & claim, from
actual - experience, that where “*producer
g8s,” or the. primary proddct of coal
combustion, can be utilized; the dary or
“Yightey.gas is a by-producs, costing nothing.

This ia stated as the result of the use of the

Loomis process at the Disston works in Tacony.
M\ﬂn general manager claims to have

130,000 cubic feet of producer gas and
45,000 of the other ‘gas from a ton of slack.
The produber gas, if used while heated, will do
as much work in iron and steel manufacture
as the whole product by other ‘processes, leav-
ing the other gas as a surplus for domestic
consumption. Possibly it would be more ac-
curate;than:saying the domestic gas costs
nothing, to estimate that the superior value of
the latter as an article which can be sold for
domestic consumption would reduce the coss
of the gas for use in the mills from 30 to 50
per cent. "1

It is pertinent to remark, says The Despatch,
that the proposition of the .two kinds of gas
stated in this connection is about the propor-
tion of d« icand £ ing o P
tion in Pittsburg. It also seems that if this
can be done with slack at- 83 per ton, Pitts-
