The Nadéaun girl is
some 22 years of age and is said to be
rather pretty. She had occasion to meet
Cream in the hotel, and as it was his cus-
tom to speak to all the girls he soon spoke
to her and did so every time they met,
trying to ingratiate himself into her favor.
On some pretext or another he told her one
day that she complained 6f being unwell that
she needed some medicine badly,and that he
just had what she needed. He gave her two
dark colored pills, saying to her, ‘“Take one
st tea time and be sure and take the other
as you go to bed.” She promised to do
this. At supper time she took the first pill,
and went about her work as usnal until
late in the evening, when she began to feel
a burning pain in- the stomach. She de-
cided not to take the second pill, but went
down to the kitchen and complained to the
other girls that she. was very sick, but not
saying what had bappened. There were
purple blotches in her fuce and her hands
clinched involuntarily, and she felt a
eneral unnatural sensation all over the
dy. She drank no less than five glasses
of milk in the hope of removing the burn-
ing sensation. e girls wrapped her in
flannel, and finally after much suffering she
recovered. i

THE 84V0Y HORROR,

Victims of the Terrible Landslide—Search-
o ing for the Bodies.

Paris, July 13.—The work of searching
for the bodies of those who lost  their lives
in the disaster at St. Gervais de les Bains
yelterduy morning was continued to-day.
The bodies of thouse alréady recovered are
torn and mangled most horribly, . In many
cases the heads were torn from the bodigs,
while in others the arms and legs had been
cut off by the sharp rocks or huge masses of
ice that had ipa.ssed over them. Again some
.bodies were found that had been crushed
out of all semblance to humanity. The scene
at St. Gervais is indeed & most heartrending
one. When the glacier slid down into the
Ben Nant, on which mountain stream 8t.
Gervais de les Bains is situated, the current
was dammed and the water rose rapidly be-
hind the huge wall of ice. Finally the
grenure became so great that the dam was

roken, and then roaring, grinding and
crushing the immense volume of water and
 tremendous masses of ice started down the
ravine. Many of the 'victims were over-
taken in their sleep and instantly swept in-
to the torrent, where they were drowned
and their bodies afterwards mutilated by
the floating debris or by being crushed. Of
the 57 employed in the baths only 9 were
saved:alive, and 7 of these are severely in-
juréd.. Among the victimswas » Dane,
who escaped from the terrible explosion in
the steammer Mont Blanc at Ouchy, on the
Lake of Geneva, lastSaturday, when 26 per-
sons were killed.

“At the hamlet of Bionasy, which was
swept out of existence by the sliding gla-
cier, 35 persons were killed.

Arrangements are now being made for
the funerals. Subscriptions are being
raised for the sufferers, and it is hoped a
large sum will be raised, as many women
and children have been deprived of support.

RIOTING IN SPAIN.

Many People Shot Down by Soldiers After
Sacking the Town,

MaDRID, July 13.—There is widespread
rioting in Spain against the oetroi duties.

At Selva, in the Province of Tarragona,
the octroi offices were burned to-day by a
mob. The collector and the employes of
the offices when they rushed from the
burning building were stoned and several
of them were badly injured. The rioters,
flushed with their success at the octroi offi-
ces, made an attack upon the town hall and
carried it by storm. The mayor fled, but
was wounded ‘by the rioters. The mob
took full possession of the building, forced
open the safes and destroyed many docu-
ments. The police were powerless and the
troops were called upon to suppress the dis-
orders, The rioters showed an inclination
to resist the soldiers, but the latter fired
upon them, killing several and wounding
many others. 2

A, Joint Movement in Minnesota and
North Dakota to Bring About Recl-
procity With the Prairie Province.

$1. Pavr, July 13.—A joint movement
is on foot in Minnesota and North Dakota
to bring about reciprocity between the

Northwestern states and Manitoba. At a

meeting of the St. Paul Chamber of Com-
merce to-day a letter was read from the
Grand Forks Chamber urging organized
effort. The letter says: **If reciprocity
has ‘been such a marvelous success
in such a brief period of time
with southern = countries, we in the
uorthern part of the United States hhox}ld
enjog the same privileges with our Canadian
neighbors. It is the policy of the present
administration at Ottawa to limit trade'us
much as possible between Manitoba and our
Northwest, 1n order to hold that lucrative
trade for the benefit of Eastern Canada.”
St. Paul Chamber of Commerce was asked
if 1t would send delegates to a convention
to be held at Grand Korks about Aug. 23.
A request, will be made from the Dakotas,
Minnesota, Manitoba and the Canadian
Northwest. The proposition is regarded
with considerable favor here.

50 { ed of feeling a great deal of pain and had to gasp

for breath. She immediately went for Dr.Wallace,
who said the sick man should be removed
to the hospital. Mrs. Owens then went
to No. 1 police station for the ambulance: but as
it was out she returned home, when she found
Boiton dead. The police wers notified and took
¢ of the body, removing it to the morgue.
Coroner Powell made an inguiry into the facts of
the case and will hold an inquest to-day.

A World reporter visited the Owens "house last
night and found a squalid and poverty-stricken
den. Mrs. Owens, hearing voices, rushed outin
great fright, thinking the spirit of the dead man
had come back to visit them, She continued to
cry out the dead man’s name, and it was with
diffieulty that any information could be elicted
from her incoherent remarks.
