| tho reports of any of its committees, 
we are of 'opinion that this is a right 
which, out of respect to the dignity of 
the .House, itself, and out of considera­
tion for and courtesy to members upon 
those committees, should not be exer­
cised on any private, personal, or re­
ligious grounds, or through caprice or 
whim, but solely where, upon a careful 
study of the facts or evidence which 
has been produced before the commit­
tee, it can be shown that that body 
has reported contrary to the rights and 
Justice of the case. The appointment 
of the Divorce Committee is merely 
a convenience for "having the evidence 
heard and reported upon to the House. 
Its members are, however, but indivi­
dual members of the whole House, the 
full bench, whose duty it eventually be­
comes to read and determine whether 
the finding of the committee is Just and 
In accordance with the evidence pre­
sented to them. f-

Oppo.Hl oil Principle, Not on Merit 
It is well known that a certain num­

ber of hon. Senators are opposed to the 
principles of divorce entirely. They do 
not allow even an undefended bill to 
pass without a protest. They refuse to 
act upon the committee. They say prac­
tically, we do not look into the facts of 
these cases, we do not listen to the a-- 
guments, we will not read the evidence, 
and our convictions are that this thing 
is wrong in principle, and on that ac­
count we oppose it, and not on its 
merits. Hence it follows that when the 
evidence bas been completed and a re­
port malle to the House, lt is well 
Known that nearly one-half of the full 
bench of judges are sitting with their 
Judgments prepared .saying in effect,we 
do not know anything about this case, 
we do not care to know, but our minds 
are made up, and although the hostil­
ity is not always invoked we know that 

•it is there, and ready to be used when­
ever they consider that the occasion-re­
quires it. We consider that parties con­
cerned in divorce proceedings before 
this House cannot expect to have jus­
tice done to them if one-half of the 
Judges have, before its inception, al­
ready decided the case. We find that 
the committee is in constant hostility 
to a considerable portion of the House, 
and that under certain conditions a re­
port cannot be passed unless the com­
mittee make a peisonal matter of it, 
and not always then. We have this ses­
sion sat day after day and week after 
week, listening to evidence and argu­
ments of counsel, with the prospect 
that after we made a report upon 
what has come before us the House, a 
large number of whose members know 
of the case only by name, may at any 
time proceed to negative It.

An liiillitnlly to the Members.
We say that, under such circum­

stances, a vote adverse to the finding of 
the Committee whom you have asked 
to conduct these enquiries is an indig­
nity to which no member of this House 
should be liable to be subjected.

We consider that the committee is too 
heavily handicapped by the conditions 
we have described, and though these 
may be understood in the House 
the public and the country at large are 
not acquainted with the circumstances 
and seeing only that the reports of the 
Divorce Committee are negatived al­
most every session naturally must 
come to the conclusion either that the 
committee has not done its duty or that 
It has not got the confidence of the 
House.
