Feed turkeys at night only as soon as they 
are big enough to forage. This will induce 
them to come home to roost and will not 
prevent them from foraging.

Turnips boiled with their jackets on are 
of better flavor and less watery. A small 
lump of sugar added while the vegetable is 
cooking corrects the bitterness often found 
in them. If to be served, mash through a 
colander.

There is more praise due the woman who 
provides wholesome food for the family 
seven days in the week than she usually 
gets. The art of feeding the family well re- 
quirer high skill in many particulars.

The beet soil for potatoes is a rich, well 
drained, rather light loam. For family use 
potatoes may be grown upon almost any soil 
capable of producing grain or grass, but in 
market culture the most satisfactory results 
in yield aud quality can hardly be expected 
from a soil differing in character from the 
one described.

Good feeding and care of dairy stock in 
summer is just as important as good care in 
the winter; therefore a wise dairyman will 
foresee the need of sweet corn or other good 
feed when the pastures begin to dry up with 
hot weather. He will also look after the 
water supply to be sure that it is both plen­
tiful aud pure. Other comforts especially 
shade during hot weather, should be provid­
ed. It costs about the same price to keep a 
cow well as badly, but the results are wide­
ly different.

Buckwhe>t is seldom thought of by swine- 
feeders, yet it may, by reason of the lateness 
with which it can be sown, excellently fill a 
gap made by some unexpected failure of 
other crops. Buckwheat ha given extreme­
ly satisfactory results in m feeding pens. 
The last thing that feeders should thiuk 
of doing without is squash or pumpkins, pre­
ferably the former. They provide a succu­
lence that is very important to the health 
and well being of the hog.

Preserving Green Food For Winter.

How to preserve green food is no longer a 
problem. Use grass, clover, corn fodder, 
(the blades only), cabbage, turniptops, beet 
leaves or any green material that the hens 
will accept, but use only such substances as 
are fully matured, but not dry; that is, do 
not use materials that have seeded, but only 
such as are in the milky stage, or just when 
the seeds are about to form. Cut all the 
material fine, half-inch lengths, and pack it 
in a barrel, hogshead or box that is tight 
and strong enough to resist pressure. Have 
a loose top that will drop down to the bot­
tom of the barrel or whatever receptacle 
may be used, but which nearly tits in the 
top, only ii must not be too tight to go into 
the barrel. Place this head on the green 
material, and put a few heavy stones on the 
head, so as to give pressure on the materials, 
which will exclude the air. More green 
food can be added as the contents press 
down. The food will keep a year, and can 
be used from time to time as required, re­
placing the covering as often as a portion of 
the contents are removed.

How to Use Onions as a Medicine in Croup.

At the first indication of croup or any sort 
of cold, slice raw* onions, sprinkle with gran­
ulated sugar and let them stand until the 
juice is extracted. This process may be 
hastened by heating for a few minutes. 
Pour off the juice and give a teaspoonful 
every hour, or oftener if the case is severe.

Another cure for croup is to rub the throat 
and chest until they are red with a mixture 
consisting of half a teaspoonful each of cam­
phor and turpentine and a tablespoonul 
each of coal oil and sweet oil. W et a warm 
flannel with this and apply it to the throat 
and chest, watching carefully to /emove it 
when they are reddened. This outward ir­
ritation tends to prevent croi#>-

Another homemade cro*p medicine is 
composed of roasted ou*>ns, mashed and 
laid on a folded napkin, and goose oil, sweet 
oil or even lard ported on them. This 
should be applied lurfiot as it can be borne 
to the throat and opper part of the chest 
and to the feet And hands.

The following directions for making liquid 
grafting wax are given by W. W. Tracy, in 
Texas Farm and Ranch: Melt one pound 
rosin with one pound tallow, and, when mix­
ed, remove from the stove and allow it to 
cool until a scum begins to form. Then add 
a teaspoonful of turpentine. Replace on the 
stove and add seven ounces of a mixture of 
two parts alcohol and one part water, stir­
ring briskly and taking care that the alco­
hol does not burn, as it will if too hot. Stir 
till of the consistency of honey, keep corked 
and apply with a brush. If it gets too hard 
re-melt aud apply a few drops of turpentine 
and alcohol and water. It hardens after 
applying.

The Hot Water Solvent.

In treating fruit stains let us not forget 
what we have already said, that we have 
free command of one of the best solvents— 
hot water. A fresh fruit stain cannot with­
stand it if the cloth be held tightly over the 
bowl and the boiling water be poured with 
some force upon it. This is also effective 
with tea and coffee stains. But if the stains 
are of long standing or are already fixed by 
soap it will be well to apply dilute oxalic 
acid or chloride of lime.
