The following is an extract of a letter
from Amoy :

“We got to Amoy on Wednesday eva-
ning about sunset : ran in past the islands
that were fortified outside, and anchored
out of gunshot of the batteries. The
Chinese have not been 1dle; from the
town to the beach running along it for
one mile, is n low stone fort wi h one liun-
dred guns; the stone is all covered ex-
cept the embrazues, with mud, which
gave the Alligator the idea that it was only
mud; bevond this there is a range of
Torts estending about two miles further
with batteries, some of 20 guns, some of
30. The island of Kolongso opposite
the town is fortified wi h ditltrent batteries
of heavy guus, nbout 80—opposite, on the
N, W. side of the bay, i detended with a
long rangeol forts extending about two
miles 3 these,by the bye were outof range
from the ships, but not when the Blonde,
{ Druid and Modeste passed them to eagogs
ihe istand of Kolongso. ‘The Chineso
shot from this fort pussed oves our ships,
but ours did not reach the shore,

Asthe light squadron advanced,the Wel-
lesly and Blenheim ran along the whole
linc of forts nbout 400 yards from the
shore, and 500 or 600 'rom the batteries ;
these did not fire, although the Chinese
gave it them pretty briskly, cuting away
a good deal of their rigging, but duing no
other material harm.  “1he two line of
battle ships then anchored by the stern,
commenced firing, and soon kuoched over
the batteries made of stucco 3 bug as 1o
the stone ones, we wade bot litile impres-
ston from tlic immense thickness, except
now and then wrning over some guns,
and opecning one or two smali breaches,
although the fining, every one agrees, was
admirable.  Yeu wdl bardly believe that
the Chinese stood to their guas to the last,
and onls staried when the soldiers
entesed the fortat the outside angle,
aud the uarines at the other.  One mane
daria who I had waiched «ll tho time,
walked quictly down to the heach and
drowned himself; another cut his throat
as he saw our wen in possession of the
batteriea.
