tion. We were disappointed in not sesing
a representative from Lincoln at Toronto,
although we personally prefer Chicago or
Minneapolis, snd think the best interests of
the North American can best bse served by
having it in one of the two latter places.
We are quite willing to see the convention
at Lincoln, provided Nebrasks aund neigh-
boring States will take the necessary
interest. We trust, however, that in future
the Association will not be pledeed for two
years in one convention. For each conven-
tion to decide for one year is quite sufficient.
Lot it be understood if it is the wish of the
Association to decide two years ahead
whaers a convention shall be held, we have
no objection.
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Over a year bas passed away since the
idea of the amalgamation of the North
Amaerican Beekeepers’ Association and the
Beekeepers’ Union was
first advanced. Itap-
pears that but little
progresshas been made.
As so much depends upon the conditions,
we have nsver felt like saying much eithor
for or against the scheme. But we must
say that when the editor of Gleanings and
others suggest that the Bes-keepers’ Union
shall be changed from International to
National. Canadians and others will raise
very strong objections.
