Proceedings of the 1st Annual Meeting of the Fitz-
and Pakenham Parochial Branch of the

Chuwrch Society of the Diocese of Toronto.

The first Annual Meeting of the Fitzroy and
Pakenham Parochial Branch of the Church
Society of the Diocese of Toronto was held in
the Town Hall, near Hubbert's Mills, on Wed-
nesday the 17th instant. The attendance was
small, owing, it is to be hoped, to the imperfect
knowledge possessed by the members of the
Church in the mission, of its nature and object.
It were much to be desired that Christians in
general would exhibit a livclier interestin iliose
projects which have for their end the advance-
ment of the kingdom of their Master, and not
grudge a few days in the year for the considera-
tion of those human means through which He
has wisely ordained that the knowledge of Iis
laws and His precepts are to be diffused over
the world.

Those who were present on the above oceasion
are ardent lovers of the Church, whe have al-
ways evinced a lively interest in her work, and
a prudent and well-tempered desire to promote
her welfare within her own sphere.

Annual meeting of the Gore and Wellinglon
District Branch of the Church Society.

This meeting was held on Thursday evening
last, in the Hall of the Mechanics’ Institute.

The usual prayers having been read the
Chairman introduced the business of the even-
ing in one of his lucid, straight forward, and
elogquent speeches, alluding to the altered posi-
tion of the Church in this Colony, now stript of
her endowments and pointing out the duties in-
cumbent upon her members in consequence of
this lamentable, unjust, and unjustifiable spolia-
tion of her property. We regret that we are
not able to give a full report of the Rev. gentle-
man’s observations, which were received with
evident satisfaction.

The secretary being called upon read the fol-
lowing report : —

In an age like the present of boasted reason,
wild speculation, bold experiments and anti-
scriptural philosophy, when the most pernicious
principles are palmed upon mankind under the

arb of novelty, when the word of God and its
gxspired writers are treated with flippancy if
not with irreverence and scorn, it is refreshing
to behold a portion of the Christian community
assembled publicly to assert their firm adber-
ence to the religion of their forefathers—to ex-
press the value which they place upon the
scriptures as the revealed word of God, and
upon His Church as the pillar and ground of the
Truth—to make known the means they are use-
ing to diffuse through her instrumentality the
blessings of pure religion among the destitute
settlements of this province—to hear what suc-
oess has attended those efforts, and to stir up
one another to more vigorous exertions, in order
to stem the torrent of infidelity and error, and
to distribute through every lggitimate available
channel the life-giving streanis which flow from
the fountain of eternal life.

The twelfth Anniversary of the Gere and
Wellington Branch of the Church Society, your
committee are happy to report, that they find
its affairs in a sound, healthy, and efficient
state. .

desire to express their thanks to those gentlemen
who have aided the resi.ent oclergy on these oc-
casions, as well as to those who have come to
assist this night in the proceedings of this anai-
versary.

Your committee are aware that since they last
performed the agreeable task of presenting their
annual report, a very important change has oc-
curred in the position and prospects of the
Church in this country. The deep design laid
years ago to deprive her of her patrimony after
having been pursued with an industry and de
termination worthy of a better cause, has at
length been consummated, and the Provincial
Legislature have passed an het for the purpose
of aliennting the Church properly called the
Clergy Res:rves. 2

. Your committee, however deeply they may
lament that so unrighteous an act should have
received the sanction of the Legislature, in
which the Church might reasonably have ex-
pected to see a large number of devoted friends
rise up to defend her cause—and however deePly
they may be impressed with the cruelty and in-
justice of its provisions, are nevertheless per-
suaded that the members of the Church will
exhibit, under this calamity that spirit of loyalty
and respect for the laws for which the Church of
England has ever been distinguished.

May they not trust too and hope in faith that
the loss of thie Church property may be overruled
by a kind and gragcious Providence to the fur-
therance of His own cause, for He whose wil
they believe it to be, thatyulers should provide
for the religious care and Ms{ruction of their
people, that kings should be théhaursing fathers
and queens the nursing mothers of Ebgch.
can likeiwige put itiinto the hearts of Hi% phyple
a great extent to repair the damage done b
publie delinquency. And He who bestows tem-
poral blessings in abundance, can give grace to
enable the recipients to sanct fy their possessiors
by devoting largely of their substance to the
furtherance of the Gospel. They know un-
doubtedly that the Church of England does not
depend upon State favor of Acts of Parliament
for her existence, although they question how
far the ministrations of religion uvder any sys-
tem can be fully and effectively disseminated
without the extranecus aid of public or private
endowments, Believing that she is founded
upon the Rock of Ages, and relying upon the
promise of her Divine Head that the gates of
hell shall not prevail against ber, they will go
on through evil report and good report to ac-
complish her high and holy mission of saving
souls and enlarging the kingdom of Christ upon
earth.

The: Church Society which has always been
regarded as a valuable auxiliary to the Church,
appears to your committee to be now more thin
ever entitled to the cordial support of all the
members of our communion, It affords: the
readiest medium of collecting and appropriating
the contributions of Churchmen throughout the
Diocese, it excludes no member of the Church
from its deliberations, nor from the manager-ent
of its concerns, simply requiring as an indica-
tion of interest in its welfave, a contribution to
its funds proportionate to the circumstances of
the individual. It is a voluntary religious asso-
ciation, called into existence by the exigencies
of the Church at the time when the withdrawal
of aid by the Propagation Society in England
seemed to be inevitable, and when the Church
believed that she should have no other resource
to fall back upon, than such portion of her pub-
lic patrimony as might escape the hands of
spoliation.  But now ;that that property has
been entirely swept away, and the Church de-
prived of all interest in the Clergy Reserves,
surely this Society will be valued move highly
than ever and will be supported with greater
zeal and generosity.

Your Committee refer with mingled feefings
of gratification and regret to the missionary
operations of this association. They are gratified
to think of the happy results which have thus
far attended the self denying labours of their
missionaries, evinced as they are by increasing
congregations, rising Church edifices, numerous
baptisms and confirmations, and a growing feel-
ing of attachment to the Church. They regret
that the good work cannot be more widely ex-
tended and more efficiently carried on, that the
crying wants of hundreds, and thousands, not a
hundred milesfrom our doors, cannot be satisfied,
and that in one of their missions the work has
been unfortunately suspended in consequence of
the well-merited promotion of one of their mis-
sionaries to a settled charge and the difficulty of
getting another to fill his place. The only re-
maining Misgionary, the Rev. Mr. Mulholland of
Owen Sound, whose Report will shortly be sub-
mitted to this meeting, implores additional assis-
tance, and répresents the destitution of the settlers
as most deplorable. Your Committee are of
opinion that this state of things cannot be per-
mitted to continue, that some vigorous and im-
portart action must be taken. The allowance
to travelling missionaries must be augumented
and experienced men brought into the field, if
the Church expects to retain the affections of her
people and to keep pace with the rapid settlement
of the country. Truly *the fieldsare white unto
the harvest, but there are not labourers enough
to send forth into the harvest.”

The education of the rising generation must
necessarily occupy the serious thoughts of every
reflecting man, and the true-hearted member of
the Church cannot but regard with feelings of
alarm the attempts that have long been making
to establish in this country a godless system of
Education ; Schools where the youthful mind is
never directed to eternity—nor the Book of Life.
that precious volume, the source and fountain of
the best knowledge, and the truest wisdom is
never opened and never read. Your Committee
are pursuaded that a great revolution on this
subject will ere long take place, and that a
Christian people will yet rise up and vindicate
the honor of God and restore the word of God
to that place in our Schools and Universities,
which it held in the opinion of him who has
written—¢* The fear of the Lord is the beyinning
of wisdom, a good understanding have all they
that do thereafter, the praise of it endureth for
ever.,” Good men of every denomination have
warned us of the dreadful consequences which
any country may aunticipate ¢ where the masses
of the people are imbued with knowledge and
that power which knowledge imparts, but when
no Christian Education is at hand to act as a
restraining power over their. wild and unruly
passions.”

Such are the details of the Society’s transac-
tions during the past year. In bringing them to
o close your Commitiee may be allowed to call
upon its members for their cordial assistance
and support. In the present state of things, the
most strenuous exertions are required from all
who love the Church and its institutions. The
enemies of our Holy Religion and the adversaries
of our Apostolic Chursh, are unceasing and in-
veterate in their attempts to throw down the
walls and bulwarks of that Zion which has so
long been the faithful guardian and dispenser of
Gods’ word. The appeals came to us louder and
more loudly from the destitute settlements for
help, and the Church looks to her lay-members
to furnish them with ample means to supply those
wants,

ON THE UNPOPULARITY OF RELIGIOUS
TRUTH.

EVANGELICALISM (SO CALLED)-—continued
No. IX.

Every system which is human in_ its
character must, from that very fact, be in-
evitably subject to the law of develope-
ment,

Hence, that human system which Rome
has engralted on a system that is divine,
has in the course of centuries developed
itself into a fearful mass of unheard of
novelties, and “most dangerous corruptions.

All sects, being systems entirely human,
very rapidly manifest their subjection to
the same law — they possess no power of
maintaining their ideptity for any length of
time— they never continue what they
originally were. Thesin of schism which
at the beginning constitated them sects be-
comes developed—first, into fresh separa-
tions—subsequently, into heresy—eventu-
ally into death—the inevitable doom, not
necessarily of the individuals belonging to
them—>but of all sects and systems which
are diverse and cut off from the one
Catholic Church, which being the mystical
bady of our Lord alons partakes in His
iinm ortality.

The system which was adopted by the
earnest-hearted founders of the (so called)
« Evangelical School,” in order to-bring
men to the knowledge of the truth, was
unhappily, to great extent, a hunman sys.
tem. It consequently admitted of de-

velopment, and in that dovelopment it is

sasy to discover the secret of the popu-
larity which it now so largely enjoys.

By denying the divine system of sacra-
mental, grace they “humanized” (so to
speak) the scripwral doctrine of conver-
sion, because they were forced to put it out
of that place which it was intended to
occupy in the economy of the gospel, and
to invest it with features which are other
than those which are assigned toit in Holy
Scripture.. =

Altl 01gh they endeavored to guard
against the evil of such a course, yet their
teachings upon the great subject of “a
change of heart,”” have as a matter of fact
become developed into a system, the prac-
tical effect of which is, that before this
mysterious viscissitude of feeling is ex-
perienced, men do nothing for the salvation
of their souls, because according to their
theory it is in vain; and after it is ex.
perienced they still do nothing, because
then it is unnecessary. We are of course
very far from asserting that any such ideas
were either held or taught by the founders
of this school ; on the contrary, we repeat
that they used all the mcans which their
views permitted to prevent this inevitable
tendency of the human system which they
had adopted. What we do assert is tuis,
that those means have proved unavailing.
and that the practical effect upon the mind
of the mu'titude has been what we have
statedd to be. No one. who is thrown intoe
c¢lose contact with the masses in relation to
their spiritual state, can deny that there are
thousands who consider themselves almost
entirely free from the obligation of Chris-
tianity, “ because they are not converted,”
and that there are thousands more, who,
though living in gross neglect and inconsis-
tency, look back with comfort and com-
placency to some period of awakened feel-
ing, when they experienced what they
regard as a ¢ change of heart.”

A system which bas practically devel-
oped itself in this way, could not be long
unpopuia,  For the difficulties of godly
practice, it sahstituted the ease of godly
profession j for the sternness of regular and
unvarying obedience, it substituted the
luxury of religious feeling. - Every day
developes more and more its utter hollow-
ness and unreality 5 but this very fact ren-
ders it popular among {the moififude who
have ever lovedto say ¢ Lord, Lord,”
though they eare not to do the things which
the Lord commands.

Again, the founders of this School were
constantly warning the people not to de-
pend-upon the mere outward attendance
upon the means of grace, and that prayer,
fasting and - alms.deeds are vain, unless
they spring from motives acceptable to

od.

No one, of course, would question the
abstract truth of such statements ; and no
one who is acquainted with the lives of
these men can doubt that their own prac-
tice with reference to these duties was
much better than their precepts. We
know how fervent and frequent they were
in devotion. We remember how regular-
ly some among them observed the Fasts,
especially the Friday Fast, and spoke of it
as full of blessing to their souls. * We
must gratefully confess how abundant many
of them were in alms-giving. But their
teachings on these points were to a great
degree afierthe manner of men ; and hence
those teachings have in the hands of their
followers become developed into a system
which keeps the gites of the house of
Prayer shut for six days out of seven—
which teaches that religious fasting is
mere popery and superstition, and allows
men to suppose that liberal and
tematic alms-deeids are not among the ob
ligations of the Christian Covenant. Such
a development as this inevitably- tended
to the popularity of the system. People
were not unwilling to be taught that the
strict rule of the Church for spending each
day religiously, was nothing but formalism
and “legality ;” that, therefore, they were
(ree from the obligation of a law that was
exterior to, and beyond their own will ;
and that ¢ believers’ were at liberty in spirit=
ual things, to do that which to themselves,
seemed good.

While the «followers of the great men
who originated the (so called) ¢ Evangeli-
cal School,” have thus developed the god-
ly practice of its founders into unreality ;
they have also in no small degree departed
from their teachings—defective as we
hold those teachings to have been.

Proofs that this is no mere assertion
might be abundantly brought forward j but
none of them can be more striking than
the following language of Simeon, when
compared with that of many who regard
themselves as his followers in the present
day. Speaking of the Baptismal contro.
versy, he says:—

Sys-

“The only question is, not whether a baptised
person can be saved by that ordinance, without
sanctification ; but whether God does always ac-
company the sign with the thing signified ?
Hereis certainly room for difference of opinion,
but it caunot be positively decided in the nega-
tive, because we cannot know or even judge re-
specting it in any instance whatever, except by
the fruits that follow, and therefore, in all fair-
ness. it may be considered a doubtful point, and
if we appeal as we ought to do to the Holy
Scriptures, they certainly do in a very remark-
able way accord with the expressions in our
Litargy. St. Paul says: ¢ By one Spirit are
we all baptised into one body, whether we be
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bonl or free,
and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.”
And this he says of all the visible members of
Christ’s body. Again, speaking of the -whole
nation of Israel, infants as well as adults, he
says: “They were all baptised unto Moses in
the cloud and in the sea, and did all eat the
same spiritual meat, and did also drink the same
spiritual drink, for they drank of that spiritual
rock that followed them, and that rock was
Christ.” Yet behold in the very next verse, he
tells us that *“ with many of them God was not
well pleased, and overthrew them in the wilder-
ness.” In another place he speaks yet more
strongly still. “ As many of you,” says he,
* as are baptised into Christ, have put on Christ.”
Here we see what is meant by the expression
“‘baptised into Christ.” It is precisely the same
expression,as that before mentioned, of the Is-
raelites being *‘ baptized unto Moses” (the pre-
position es is used in both places). It includes
all that had been initiated into his religion by
the rite of baptism, and of them uuiversally does
the apostle say ‘they have put on Christ.”
Now I ask, Have not the persons who scruple the
use of thit prayer in the baptismal service equal
reason to scruple the use of those different
expressions ?

‘¢ Again, St Peter says, ‘‘Repent and be
baptized every one of you for the remission of
sins,” and in another place, * Baptism doth now

save us:” and—speaking elsewhere of baptized

persons who were unfaithful in the knowledge }
of our Lord Jesus Christ—he says, ¢ He hath
forgotten that he was purged from his old sins.”
Does not this very strongly countenance the
idea which the Reformers entertained, that
the remission of our sins, as well as the re-
generation of our souls is an attendaut on the
baptismal rite! Perhaps it will be said that
inspired writers speak of persons who had been
biptized at an adult age. But if they did so in
some places, they certainfy did not in others,
and where they did not 'hey must be understood
as comprehending all, whether infants or adults,
and therefore the language of the Liturgy is
not a whit stronger than theirs.”

The italics are those of Mr. Simeon, and
the comparison between his statements on
this subject, as quoted above, and those of
many who now glory in is name, is instruc-
tive. HEe says that whatis called baptis-
mal regeneration is at most a “doubtful
point.” TaHose who in the present day
profess to think with him, declare that it is
nothing less than ¢ a soul-destroying error.”
He savs that the Holy Seriptures “ very
strongly countenance the idea that the re-
mission of our sins, as well as the regene-
ration of our souls, s an atiendant on the
baptismal rite.”” THEY MAINTAIN that it
is almost impossible to imagine an idea
more violently ant-scriptural. HEe 1x-
PRESSLY DECLARES that the above idea,
which was so “very strongly countenan-
ced” by the Holy Seriptures, was “the
idea which the 'Reformers entertained.”
TuEY most strenuously DEXY the corrects
ness of this declaration ;- and to prove it,
theyv determined, through the agency of the
Parker Society, to publish the wiitings of
the Reformers, and when they had dine so
they found that Mr. Simeon was r2g4t.

Such is a small specimen of the system
of development which has been going on
among the (so called) Evangelical School ;
and we eannot shut our eyes to the fact,
that in proportion as its views of truth
have become more and more defective, its
loving earnestness, its holy sell-denial, its
burning zeal have passed away, and have
given place to a cold, nnkindly spirit to-
wards all who fail to pronounce its shib-
boleth ; to a self-seeking that contradicts
its professions ; and to a want of zealous
effort that holds back from lahorapparently
on the principle, that the less that is done
by -man, the greater will be the glory that
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May we be allowed to suggest that ha/f
an hour in the editor’s sanctum would be
more profitable than both the former put
together? We are here treated to the un-
blushing assertion that the glorious band of
Apostolical Fathers and early Christians
who sealed the testimony of our holy reli-
gion with their blood, at the same time
bore witifess to the Divine imstitution of
Monachisin and the rites of priesteraft, of
virgils and distinetions of meats, veneration
of ¢rosses and adoration of images, the 2n-
vocation of the Immaculate Mary and the
Saints: then there were masses and belief
in purgatory, plenary indulgences and auri-
cular confession and celibacy of priests!!
No! The clue to the whole mystery is
simply this: Popery has seen her best
days; the last lying wonder of Rome is
everywhere regarded with more or less of
“distrust ; some Roman Catholic countries
have openly rebelled against it ; the Roman
Church is divided against hersel(; the local
debts of the Papacy are said to be one hun-
dred millions of dollars, and if the whole
Papal territory wore sold to-morrow the
proceeds would scarcely realize 20 per
cent. on the whole debt: so that both in
her temporal and spiritual concerns Popery
is completely on the wane! Meantime
the Church isinfallible (), and hence the
necessity to receive as Gospel truth her
thousand and one délusions or reject them
unconditionally.  Hiac ille lacryme !

PRAYERS IN COMMON SCHOOLS.

A tardy and partial concession has at
length been made to the cause of religious
education, by the Council of Public In-
struetion having feluit their duty to recom-
mend certain forms of prayer for use
morning and evening in Common Schools,
together with the teaching of the ten com-
mandments once a week, and the use of
the Bible. We say partial, since the good
intended to be done may in a measure be
negatived by a discretion being left to the
child’s parents or guardians, whether he
shall attend such exercises or not; but
even this mild and unauthoritative attempt
to teach children that a God rules over all
the earth, “who is the giver of every
perfect gift, the (i s ’

willbe=given to God—

These are strong expressions; hut they

L are written sorrowiully, anid only because

of a deep conviction of their truth. They
refer, as will be understood, only to the
school regarded as a whole. There are,
we rejoice to think, still many noble excep-
tions among the individuals composing it—
men who, in spite of their system, are ear-
nest and gentle-hearted, and full of all good
deeds for the love of our Lord and Master
Jesus Christ,  For them we give thanks to
God ; while in the history of their pasty
we see another confirmation of the un-
changing principle, that an erroneous or
defective faith will bring forth an erroncous
or defective practice, and at the same time
will be popular among the mass, whose
bitterest enmity is ever reserved for the
Truth. W. S.D.

CURIOSITIES OF “ROMISH LITERATURE.

““The Christians are, said he, a forcign sect,
the founder of which flourished many ages ago
in Chaldea. His doctrines were brought to
Rome at the time of Vespasian by two brothers,
named Peter and Paul. Some maintain that
these were the same twin brothers as the Jews
call Moses and Aaron, the second of whom sold
his birthright to his brother for a kid, the skin
of which he wanted to make chirotheee of.—But
this identity I do not admit, as it is recorded in
the mystical books of the Jews that the second
of these brothers, seeing the other’s victims
give better omens of birds than his own, slew
him, as our Romulus did Remus, but with the
jaw-bone of an ass; for which he was hung by
King Mordocheeus of Macedon, upon a jibbet
fifty cubits high, at the suit of their sister
Judith. However, Peter and Paul coming as I
said to Rome, the former was discovered to be a
fugitive slave of Poutius Pilate, and was crucified
by his master’s orders on the Janiculum. Their

followers, of whom they had many, mide the

cross their symbol, and adore it.”

Our readers will naturally expect some
slight explanation of _this extraordinary
complication of the Acts of the Apostles,
Exodus, Genesis, early history of Rome, of
the Book of Judges und Judith, and the
“acts of Pilate” (we presume): it is then,
in truth, the speech of one Calpurnius,
a noted persecutor of the Christians under
the Emperor Diocletian; but its chief curio-
sity consists in its being cited as a fair

 specimen of the religious knowledge and

powers of Protestant controversialists of
the 19th century ! ¢ Since,” says the True
Witness, « we can only remark that the
heathen philosophers of the 4th centary
were almost as ignorant, and made nearly
as great fools of themselves when atiempt-
ing to expound the doctrines and origin of
Chuistianity, as are, and do, Protestant
writers of the present day, when they
rashly presume to criticise the teachings
and discipline of the Catholie Church.”

Now to suchya sweeping and sensi] s
assertion it would be mere trifling to oppose
sobertruth ! It sinply bespeaks an amount
of blind‘infatuation which is well nigh in-
credible ¢ it argues also the existence of an
extreme gullibility on the part of the de-
luded creatures who lend an unhesitating
ear to the bigoted pratings of one who does
not through ignorance err, which is equally
incomprehensible and more than equally
pitiable ! 8

Bat we are not, in the articla in question
(a review of a production of His Eminence
the Cardinal Archbishop of Westminster(?)
allowed time to recover our astonished
senses before a larger morsel is presented
for us to swallow. A little further on we
are told 1— :

*“ He will find too, in the * Churck of the Ca-
tacombs” many an answer to the sneers of the
infidel and the impudent assertions of Protes-
tants against the antiquity of Catholicity. The
distinctive dogmas of Popery are engraved in
indelible and unmistakeable characters on the
walls of the Catacombs and over the tombs of
the martyrs. After the lapse of many centuries,
these catacombs are now uncovered and exposed
to the public gaze—furnishing us with more
ample particulars respecting the lives and deaths,
the faith and practice of the Christians of the
first centuries, than do the long buried ruins of
Pompeii and Herculaneum of the manners and
social customs of the old heathen world, And
what is the story that they tell us? This: that
they whose bodies still lie there waiting for the re-
surrection of the dead, lived and died Papists—
and that the faith for which they suffered in the
second, third, and fourth centuries, was, in every
respect, identical with that which exposes Catho-
lics of the nineteenth century to the hostility of
modern Protestantism. One hour in the cata-
combs is better than a year spent in the study
of works of controversy.”

wue oo offence to some of our ultra
anti-religious  education cotemporaries ;
we say even this gentle disposition to
““train up the child i the way he should
go” has, by some inexplicable logic,
whose profound mysteries quite exceed
our powers to unravel, been denounced as
a flagrant “ interference with the right of
conscience,” It is our part, nevertheless,
to accept gratelully in these degenerate
days, what we hope to be the first fruits
of an improved state of things, when prac-
tical infidehty will be banished from, and
religious education recognised as a prin-
cipal feature in, all our Schools and Col-
ieges. Respect and love to the Supreme
Being must be rigidly inculcated in the
voung mind, before we can hope to see
such qualities exercised in a secondary
degree towards men; and we say it with
pain, that respect of any kind is an itam
sadly wanting in our present moral system.
On the above all important subject, the
words used by our venerable Bishop on
the occasion of the installation of the
Chanecellor of Trinity College, recur to our
mind with great force.  He spoke as fol-
lows:

“Our desire has been to establish a Seminary
of no Laodicean or uncertain sound, but one
which rests on the Rock of Ages, and recog-
nizes the two. great Books from which all knowl-
edge and wisdom must be drawn, the Book of
God’s Revelation, from which no man can take
away, neither can eny man add thereunto,—and
the Book of the World’s experience, or, as it is
commonly called, the Book of Nature. We ac-
knowledge both as the gift of God, because the
both are essential to our well-being, and we seek
to place these in their relative and true position.

The great distinction between them is this :

The Book of Revelation (or the Bible)
stretches to another world, the Book of Nature
is coufined to this. The latter is mortal, finite
and the child of time; the former is immortal,
infinite and eternal. The one may be consider-
ed the Body, the other, the Soul. And, be-
cause the body and soul must be united to make
the perfect man, so must secular or humin
knowledge be united to divine, to constitute a
sound and complete Education.

Hence, divine knowledge (or religion), being
infinitely more precious, i- our first and greatest
object. But we neglect not secular’ knowledge
and Arts and Sciences, which cherish and extend
the subordinate ends of our being and acceler-
ate under a wise discipline, our moral and reli-
gious progress. Nor do we negleet those ac-
complishments and habits of the body and the
mind which are indispensable to all who wish to
be truly cultivated and educated men in the
present advaunced age of the world. It is true,
all that can be done in the most perfect Semi-
naries is to lay the foundation of sound know-
ledge, temperal and spiritual, and toimpart the
power of future acquisition.”
