Holidays in Canada include: 

Sundays 
New Year's Day* (January 1) 

Good Friday 
(Usually March or April) 

Easter Monday 

Victoria Day (First Monday preceding May 
24) 

Canada Day* (July 1, Canada's national 
day. In Newfoundland, it is also ob-
served as Memorial Day) 

Civic Holiday — First Monday in August 
— for most federal civil servants and 
in the provinces of Manitoba, Ontario 
and British Columbia (B.C. Day), and 
also in the Northwest Territories 

Labour Day (First Monday in September) 

Thanksgiving (Second Monday in October) 

Remembrance Day* (November 11) 

Christmas Day* (December 25) 

Boxing Day (December 26, or the first day 
following December 25 which is not a 
holiday) 

Additional holidays are observed in the provinces 
and territories as follows:
