ARTICLE 1

The parties to this Act solemnly acknowledge, express their approval Of, s
and support the Paris Agreement on Ending the War and Restoring Peace 111 g
Viet-Nam signed in Paris on January 27, 1973(l), and the four Protocols to the 1
Agreement signed on the same date (hereinafter referred to respectivefy as d
the Agreement and the Protocols).a

ARTICLE 2

The Agreement responds to the aspirations and fundamental national
rights of the Vietnamnese people, i.e., the independence, sovereignty, unity and f
territorial integrity of Viet-Nam, to the right of the South Vietnamese people e,
to seif-determination, and toi the earnest desire for peace shared by a' i
countries in the world. The Agreement constitutes a major contribution tO i
peace, seif-determination, national independence, and the improvemnent 1)f il
relations among countries. The Agreement and the Protocols should be strict- ti
ly respected and scrupulously implemented.
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
