Exemption is provided, ho•,iever, for o:rners of such
îand who, according to records in Je.pan, have renounced or
lost their Japanese natiônality prior to October 21, 1946 .

It is further provided that persons who are
registered as Japanese nationQ.ls in the records of Japan ,
as of October 21, 1946, but who in reality had lost Japa.:ese
nationality and had become foreign nationals prier to that
dute, may submit to the Jt .j, ::Z:~~ e G,,var:ient t
for tao c:~:céllatin ;f the l.urc?.c .sc. Such applications
should include evidence supporting the absentee c, :i:cr'o loso
of Japanese natio nality .

Applications for exewption may be subraitted
immediately, or within a reriod of twelve .~onths of the date
an Order to Purchase is received, and should be sent direct
to the Japanese Govemnent (Minister of Agriculture and
Forestry) .
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
