Ravages of Pest Reported o

- Various Parts of Oxford

: County.

Special to The Toronto World.
WOODSTOCK, July 20.—Several dis<
tricts have now been added to the list
‘gf those already infected by the dreaded
army; worm. An outbreak of, the,worm
has developed oh the Epileptic Hospital
farm on the 12th line in the city limits.
The worms  have attacked the grass
along the barley field and have started
on the march into the field Operations
will be started at once to cut the grass
and the usual precautions of plowing
furrows and using Paris green will be
made in the effort to exterminate the
worms there. :

Spread to New Districts.

Word l}avs come from a number of
farms in both West and North Oxford
that the pest has commenced its rav-
ages in thgse districts,

The most serious case, -however, is

near Thamesford, in the northwest end
of the county, and many miles from

where the first discovery of the w
was made early last week. Many !(:lr;g
are busily engaged there now, assist-
ing Mr. Fur in his endeavor to save
his crops. The worms have also ap-
peared three and a half miles west of
this city, near Beachville, and the
latest report was that the scourges
are ravaging the Tilson and Dunn
farms, just outside Woodstock.

Destructive at Guelph.

GUELPH,  July 20.—The army
worms are increasing in activity in
this section, tho many have been de-
stroyed if trenches. This scheme was
found to be very effective in saving a
big field of corn, tho it was discovered
today that the invaders had turned
their attention to a fleld of barley and
were eating the Kheads of the'grain off.
Men were immediately started cutting
the grain, which is about ripe, in hopes
of saving at least a part of. it. Re-
ports have been received in the past
few days at the O.-A, College, from
various points in the province, show-
ing the ' depredations of these little
pests. The outlook at-the college is
not nearly so serious as in other places,
and they are sanguine of coping with
the invaders and prevémting them
spreading.

In and around Admiral Storey’s farm
and farms in that vicinity, the farmers
are comprehending the gravity of the
pest and have united in their efforts
to stamp it out. A ‘battalion of .the
army worms got 'into the  Admiral's
cucumber field, but they were  soon
stopped in their course of crop de=
struction by men digging a two-foot
trench. ‘The general opinion is that
if no more come the pests will be wiped
out in a few days. . . ;

UNKNOWN MAN FOUND. /.
DYING IN FACTORY

Special to The. Toronto World.

ST. CATHARINES, July 20—An
unknown man, who was found in a dy-
ing condition in the O’Peeche Gum fac-
died this afternoon
without leaving the slightest trace of
identity. He was a man of approxi-
mately 35 years of age. All attempts
at identification have failed. His de-
scription is as follows: About 35 years
of age;. height, 5 feet 9 inches; black
hair, clean-shaved, body poorly nour-
ished; large tee¢th, brown eyes, rather
high jaw bone; on under part of right
arm letters “W. €.’ fattoed; dressed
like a laborer.
