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./^Voyage rjwid the World .

From the cape of Good-Hope, we had an

agreeable pafTage to the Ifland of St. Helena,

and from thence to England.

We made the lands end in the latter end

of July, and being come into the Britifli

channel, met with brifk gales from the weft-

ern quarter with thick foggy weather.

On July the thirtieth, in the evening we

anchof'd- under Dungenefs, and the lamc

knight fom** of the fuper-cargoes and pafTen-

gers, and amongft the reft: myfelf, hir'd a

fmall veflel to carry us to Dover, where we
arriv'd early the next morning, and the fame

day proceeded towards London, where we
arrived on the firft of Auguft.

Thus ended a long anc. unfortunate voyage

of three years, feven months, and fome days;

after having fail'd very conftderably more than

round the circumference of the Earth, and ha-

ving gone through a great variety of dangers,

and diftreftfes, both on fea and ftiope.
