United States .Able to
Waters of Rivers Necessary
te Province.

OTTAWA, May 16.—(Special.)—Since
the early forenoon until late to-night
the house had under discussion the
bid relating to thz establishment of

the intérnaticnal,joint commistion un-
der thé waterways treaty.

It appears that under the agree-
ment entered into beétween the repre-
sentatives of the two countries a sii-
uation has arisen in Southern Alberiu
wisich, it is claimed, may do everlast-
ing harm to the Canadlan farmers In
that ierritory, and may turn prospec-
tive smiling farms into arid wastes.
In other wonds their supply of water
is threatened. It is contended that
the Canadian representatives who
wgreed  upon the waterwvays treaty
have jeopardized Canadian interests

The for-
mer of these, after ‘traversing one
hundred nmiles of Canadian territory,
returns to the United States and emp-
ties into the Missouri system. By the
arrangement come to, water can be
diverted from the Mary River inio
the United States to the Milk River.
Mr. Magrath mpcinted out™ that the
whole woter of the Mary River was
necessary for irrigation in Alberta.
