It wasg perfected on May 5, 1809,
the device on which prseettion was obtain-
ed being a ''new method of weaving straw
with silk and thread.” It was six years
afterward, in 1815, that Mary Brush got a
patent on & new corset. 'After that women
patentees increased in number, though. more
than once, a year, and sometimes two,
elapsed during which no woman applied for
protection for an invention. By far the
.greater number of patents granted to we-
men have been for inventions pertaining to
woman's dress and household dutles. A
large proportion of the rising of 5000 wash-
ing machine patents were taken out by
members of the fair sex, and they are also

The household patents
have included clothes baskets and dish-
washers, dough raising devices and dress
