Permission being granted, the
royal bube was almost smothered with the
children's hearty ecaresses, while stowed
away in the back of the perambulator was
the 40 shiilings which were the nurse's
-kissing fees. There was, however, a great
commotion in the Duchess of Kent’s house-
hold when tlie affalr became known: The
erring maid was deposed from her proud
position.  Fhe maldens subsequently form-
ed a soclety and when the youngf Princess
became Queen they recalled the incident.
