Disregard of orders is said to be alone
responsible for the accident. The ac-
cident”is one of the most disastrous
that ever occurred on this end of the
road, and the wonder is that more lives
were not lost.

All the mails were dumped’ in the
lake, but recovered, hadly damaged.!
Driver Wall was one of the oldest em-
ployes on the road, he having seen 32
years’ service, The terrible saccident
was referred to from several of the city
pulpits to-day. Coroner Hawking will
begin the inquest to-morrow.

E. Lloyd, with 1900 of the all-Britizh
colony for the Saskatoon district, ar-
rived in the SS Lake Manitoba at 11
o'clock Saturday morning. The local
' quarantine officer found nothing on.
| board to warrant her detention, the
only invalid being a man laid up with
a sprained ankle, received just befors
entering port. Owing to the crowded
condition of the sharves, it was in-
possible to dock the ship until tiis
morning.

During the intervening hours, immi-
gration and C.P.R. officials were busy
examining passengers, classitying
them, issuing tickets and changing
money, so that after docking little re-
mained to be done, except the transter
of the ' great cargo of baggage. The
C.P.R. had made great preparatious for
their transport, iour special trainsg be-
ing ready, and on board ship each
passenger was given a check signify-
ing which train he was to join, Much
confusion was thus avoided, aud tha
first train was able to get away at G-30
this evening. .

They assert freely that Mr. Barr and
the steamship people grossly misrepr:-
sented matters, claiming that accom-
modations and food there pvould, tho
wplainer, be as good as seco v In
stead of this, they gay the
hended like pigs, men and women
indecently huddled together with-
ont a chance for privacy at any
time, with sanitary arrangemenis
disgustingly filthy, and food scarce
and almost umentable.
