Altho the receipts of live stock to-day 
were Small compared with receipts on cor­
responding days under normal conditions, 
still many cattle, hogs and sheep 
left In- the pens to-niglit unsold.

The only additions to-day to the ranks 
of the strikers were about 10U teamsters, 
who quit work ns Individuals, and the 
waitresses In the stock yard restaurants. 
Teamsters have become restless, and the 
general belief Is that few. If any, of 700 
employed In the packing Industry will wait 
for the sanction of the international offi­
cers of the union to strike.

Humors of renewed efforts to settle the 
difficulty by arbitration were thick to-day 
but upon Investigation they were found to 
be without foundation. President Donnelly 
of the Batchers’ Union to-night said : "I 
have no hope of an Immediate settlement. 
The fight is on, and the only thing 
do now Is to stl -k to the end."

The union organizations recalled their 
ultimatum issued yesterday prohibiting 
their members employed In the independent 
pants from killing Hying stock purchased 
in the stock yards, where the animals are 
being handled by non-union employes, as 
the independent packers pointed out such 
an order would benefit the packers.
