SPOKANE, Wash., Aug. 4.--(Spe- 

clal.)—Bert B. Shaughneasy, known by 
several other aliases, who posed ln 
Spokane, North Yakima, and other 
cities ln Washington, as a son of Sir 
Thomas G. Shaughnessy, president ct 
the Canadian Pacific Railroad, and 
preLn .ed .ob; dintlfied with the claim 
department of tne system, has been 
landed in Jail at North Yakima, where 
he is to stand trial for forgery.

He Is also wanted ln Spokane for 
robbery, and Chief of Police Rice says 
the charges will be pushed. The speci­
fic charge at North Yakima Is ut­
tering a cheque for $16,000 on the Spo­
kane and Eastern Trust Company of 
Spokane, ln payment of a 40-acre 
tract of orchard land. • In Spokane he 
Is accused of robbing drunken men.

The man, who Is believed to be Bert 
Rogers of Somerville, B.C., came tu 
Spokane several weeks ago, and reg.s- 
tered at the leading hotel, where he 
received the reporters of the loeal 
journals as the son of Sir Thomas 
Shaughnessy, saying he was making 
a trip over the Inland empire in the 
Interests of the Canadian railroad, 
after Investigating a wreck at Medi­
cine Hat. He was accompanied b- a 
man giving his name as Murphy, who 
posed as an official of the traffic de­
partment of the C.P.R. at Winnipeg. 
Both men were well dressed, the one 
(giving the name of Shaughnessy flash­
ing expensive Jewelry, Including a 
cluster diamond set ring.

He was arrested a few days ago ie 
Seattle at the Instance of J. J. Ed­
wards, sheriff of Yakima County. He 
was taken Into custody ln the rotunda 
of the Hotel Lincoln. While on the 
way to the station and when within a 
few feet of the entrance he broke 
away and ran into a wholesale house, 
a half mile away. There, In his eager­
ness to escape arrest, he plunged head­
long Into an elevator shaft, sustaining 
severe Injuries, in addition to which 
he drank the contents of a phial of 
poison.

Beachey made his second suc­
cessful flight ln his airship yesterday 
afternoon.

for the city hall tower. Capt. Beachey 
swung ground the tower and -then 
headed for Hanlan’s Point.

The airship behaved splendidly and 
was all the time under the complete 
control of the nervy navigator. "

Arriving at thé Island Capt. Beachey 
pointed the nose of his ship directly 
for the centre of the lacrosse grounds. 
When within 50 feet of the ground he 
threw out his anchor rope and then 
stopped the motor. The rope, however, 
became tangled and the attendants 
could pot reach It, the result being 
that the ship began to soar again. 
Capt. Beachey saw that his gas bag 
was In„danger of drifting against the 
grand stand and he let out sand enough 
to carry him over. Then he opened 
the mouth of the balloon and released 
a quanity of gas.

The airship settled down to within 
a few feet of the water in the lagoon 
and skimmed the surface. A motor beat 
set cniVln pursuit, but could not make 
headway and the balloon drifted into 
the tall grass near the western sand- 
bar. Capt. Beachey directed his car 
Into a telegraph ' line on the sandbar 
and he made fast there till help ar­
rived. A line was attached and the 
machine towed agross the lagoon It 
was safely housed within the tent by 
6 o’clock. Capt. Beachey received an 
ovation on making a landing. The 
car was not damaged, tho the rudder 
was wet from dipping and it was ne­
cessary to refill the silken bag.
