Her tragic death has shocked the

first social circles of the capital as

nothing else in years. To-night mem-

bers of the Lorillard family, famous

because of its wealth, are gathering

here to mourn over the unexpected

blow.

In spite of the coroner’s certificate
of death by suicide, members of the
family declare that Mrs, Lorillard
died of heart failure.

The death was made more dramatic
by occurring only a few hours - after
Mr. and Mrs. Lorillard had been guests
of Mrs. Townsend, on Massachusetts-
avenue, at a dinner gisen in honor
of Lady Paget. In fact, it is believed
that as soon as Mrs. Lorillard arrived
at her home at 230 Hillyer-place,short-
ly after midnight this morning, she
began to prepare for her death.
