Before a congregation which taxed 
the capacity of St. James' Cathedral, 
Canon Plumtre preached an eloquent 
sermon In commemoration of St. 
George’s Day yesterday evening.

The members of the society attend­
ed In a body, and In honor of the 
occasion the ensign of St. George— 
“the blood red cross on a field of 
white"—which has cheered many a 
doughty paladin on to further deeds 
of valor, rested against the pulpit. 
To the right of the chancel a large 
Union Jack made a splash of vivid 
coloring against the white background 
of the surpllced choir.

“Men who make their wealth by the 
employment of labor should realize 
that their responsibility towards their 
employes does not end at the cease of 
the day’s work," said Canon Plumtre. 
Basing his sermon on the 4th chapter 
of Mlcah, the speaker stated that the 
prophet in spite of wars and the ru­
mors of ware with which the atmos­
phere at that time was permeated saw 
ahead the time when the brotherhood 
of man should come about, and the 
weapons of war be turned Into imple­
ments of agricultural use.

This golden age of which the pro­
phet dreamed pointed to a common 
worship to knit nations together, for 
only In the united worship of one 
Lord will the brotherhood of man be 
realized.

There are some broadminded people, 
the speaker continued, who indulge in 
no such vision. They are quite con­
tent to leave the religious map of the 
world a patchwork of colors. . But that 
View was bad political economy.

The golden age also meant universal 
peace when war would be abolished 
and armaments cease. For 18 cen­
turies the church had prayed for this 
consummation, but the day of uni­
versal peace was still some distance 
off. But changes had been wrought 
in private life,' for where In former 
years the duel had settled differences 
between man and man, recourse was 
now had to the courts of law. Fur­
ther, arbitration treaties had come 
about between several nations, and 
many . disputes had been settled by 
peace tribunals.

“God grant tliaj. here In Canada it 
will never be necessary to spend large 
sums in the upkeep of armaments," 
said Canon Ffiumtre.

In touching on the work of the so­
ciety he stated that for 75 years It 
had done good work in relieving dis­
tress, and from the fact that only 211 
cases were relieved last year he drew 
the conclusion that a much better 
class of Immigrant was coming to the 
country.

A home, and every man contented 
in his home had been the climax of the 
prophet’s vision, said the speaker, tho 
to many of his hearers living In mis­
erable houses, paying high rents and 
receiving low wages, such a climax 
might seem far off.

In conclusion he eulogized the C.M.A.
