There really is not a very 
great difference between the cost of 
steam and water power, except when 
large quantities arc used by Individual 
concerns. When electricity is distribut­
ed in email quantities to many consumers 

25 the original cost of producing the 
same is not a very Important consid­
eration. Toronto is not ferionsly handi­
capped because it line no available water 
power. But it Is handicapped because 
n monopoly controls the electric distri­
bution and collects tribute from every­
one who uses a motor, and the smaller 
the motor.the larger the tribute. Aid.-' 
Woods complains that he has to pay 8 
cents per horse-power per hour for elec­
tric current It doesn't cost one cent 
to produce the current Fully (10 per 
cent of the amount that Aid. Woods 
pays for his current is tribute extorted 
by the monopoly that the citizen* of 
Toronto have’ put in possession of their 
streets.

Eight cents per horse-power is an out­
rageous price for electric current. Two 
cents would be a big price. It has been 
estimated tiirtt, electric current can be 
produced and distributed for one cent 
per horse-power per hour.

If Aid. Lamb and bis confreres wonld 
turn their attention to the question of 
electric power they might do something 
to influée manufacturers to locate here. 
When the renewal of the contract for 
lighting the streets was up for considera­
tion two years ago, The World pointed 
out that the people of Toronto then had 
an opportunity of securing cheap current 
for manufacturing purpose* If they only 
knew enough to take advantage of the 
opportunity. But the Mayor and alder­
men and citizens were lndiffetwnt to the 
opportunity. The result Is we n?e at the 
mercy of a monopoly. We are paying 
four prices for electric current. No, won­
der manufacturers are not coming to the 
city. The price of electric current for 
manufacturing purposes in Toronto Is 
at least double what it was before the 
electric light bylaw was defeated. The 
extortion which The World predicted 
would follow the defeat of the bylaw is 
now an existing fact 

Aid. Woods 1* a consumer of electric 
power and he knows personally whereof 
he speaks. This monopoly oppresses 
every manufacturing concern in the city 
that uses electric power. It frightens 
off others who might otherwise come 
here.

Let us recall a few facts to explain 
the existing situation. In June, 1805, a 
bylaw was submitted to the ratepayers 
for the establishment of an electric 
plant by the city to furnish current for 
lighting the streets. Previous to the 
submission of the bylaw there were 
two electric companies In Toronto, but 
they had divided the field between them. 
They were not competitors. Only one 
tendered, but this company had to sub­
mit o comparatively fair tender, be­
cause the Street Railway Company was 
also putting In a bid. The Toronto Elec­
tric Light Company underbid the Rail­
way Company by a few cents and got a 
five years' contract While the company 
took the contract at a considerable re­
daction over the price that bad prevailed 
during the preceding five years, they had 
one great advantage In their {avor: they 
became possessed of a monopoly of the 
whole electric business of Toronto. The 
“understanding" which existed between 
the two electric companies before the 
vote on the bylaw became an "amalga­
mation" after it. In order to retain its 
monopoly, the company quoted a low 
price for the street lighting contract. 
Once securè in its monopoly the company 

the rates of current for power so 
make up for the lower scale of 

street lighting. Manufacturers who 
used to pay $10 a month for power now 
pay $20. Those who paid $30 now pay 
$00, and so on. Ratepayers were hum­
bugged with the belief that the city was 
getting Its light at about cost price. As 
the price of street lighting went down 
the cost of current to manufacturers 
went up.

If the electric light bylaw had been 
carried, our streets would be lighted 
for less than wc pay to-day, and manu­
facturers would not be paying four 
prices for one of the prime necessities

1» THE «BIST MILL DOOMED Ï
The German chemists are busy at 

work on almost every conceivable scien­
tific problem. Their latest victory Is 
said to be the discovery of a process for 
making dough directly from wheat, the 
milling process being entirely dispensed 
with. The following Interesting facts 
in regard to the invention are translated 
from the German newspaper Die Neue 
Hetlkune. According to that journal 
a factory running under the new system 
has -been established at Altona, and the 
trade done thereat Is so great that ad­
ditions to the plant have become neces­
sary.

The machinery not only transforms 
whole grains directly into dongh, but 
also at the same time kneads it, no 
grinding or milling process being employ­
ed at all. After the wheat is first thor­
oughly cleaned In the dry state, It 1» 
placed in running water until the lat­
ter is no longer turbid, and it Is then 
allowed to soak for a few hours In a 
temperature of 50 degrees to 32 degrees 
centigrade. In the slimy condition In 
which It is then found it is placed In the 
dough machine, where it goes through 
the patented process, whereby the mass 
is- vigorously squeezed and at the same 
time passed through a sieve. The 
doughy mass Is then forced through a 
sieve with finer meshes, finding Its way 
into woden boxes and thence Into sour­
ing vats. The quantity of dirt which 
the process removes from the graitvris 
said to be frightening, both in cleans­
ing the dry grain and during the dough- 
ing process, wheu the surface of the 
water is covered with a disgusting layer 
of stuff made up of dust, weeds and the 
ejections of mice and birds, all of which 
the machine is said to thoroughly re­
move. The writer of the article claims 
that jhe bread made by this process is 
not only healthier and more palatable 
than that of ordinary manufacture, but 
also more nutritious. All the nutritive 
portions are preserved, especiallKthose 
nearest the outer surface, which 
claimed are lost by milling opcrntlobf. 
That noae of the nitrogenous substan­
ces are removed Is proved by the fact 
that the albuminoid ratio of the bread 
is 1.5, nnd even the most fibrous or
