W heat—There was more general rush
to séll wheat-at the opering, owing to a
break of 13:d in futures and 2%d in spoat
wheat at Liverpool. Outside . domestic
markets were alsq weak, Winnipeg lead-
sy with a decline of 1%c. A-‘private wire
house with “St. Louls affiliations, was
the most important seller. This firm 'al-
so  handles a great many orders jfor a
La Salle st. elevator concern, at times.
There was a very slow cash demand here
‘and elsewhere and German bids were
called disappointing. The world’'s ship-
ments for next Monday are estimated at
9,600,00¢ bushels, which is at least 1,000,000
bushels under consygrtive requlrements.
It .is difficult ' te Teconcile: the lower
cables with this estimate, but the fact
that.the Bank of England :discount rate
{s expected to be advanced further i
tne probable explanation. The northwést-
ern movement of wheat is liberal and
