After hearing the evidence as to the
condition of the gleétric wiring in the
American Club building and the effect
which -over strength fuses would have,
the inquest hecld before .gseph 33,
Rogers, chief of the provineial polica
and provincial fire coroner, and B, 1,
-Heaton, fire marshal, into the cause
of the fire, concluded its sessions
shortly before 7 q'clock last evening.

A statement made Lty Mr, Rogers
after the last witness ‘was heard re.
moved any stigma which may have
been attached to the club, He said in
part: “Some 48 witnesses have been
examined and I feel that every report
in copnection with the fire has been
thoroly investigated. Insinuations
lave been made that the management
of the American Club was in some
way rcsponsible for tho fire on ae-
count of the financial condition, and I
feel it is due the managoment that
these insinuations should be removed,”

‘“There has been no evidence to war-
rant any such fmputation, and' 1 feel
I am justified in saying that the Ameri-
can Club knew nothing whatever as to
the origin of the fire, other than what
has come out béfore this inquest.” The
splendid work of Detectives Archal
and Nursey was reférred to, and the
report will be made tmmedm{ely to the
attorney-general, “

Fire Marshal Heaton concurred in
the statement. :

P, H, Littlefield, treasurer of the
American Club, said, in answer to
questions by Lieut.-Col. Greer, county
crown attorney, that at the time of the
fire the club was in a better financial
condition than it had been at some
other periods in.its history.

OTTAWA, Feb; 25—In reply to an
inquiry in the house of commons this
afternoon, Sir Sam Hughes explained
that the Canadian trcops at Ypres
were a long way from Verdun. He
sald according to reports which had
been. receiveds by the department, the
Present battle was raging to the north
and northeast of Verdun, which was
perhaps the most strongly fortified
place  in Europe with the exception
of Metz. He was informed tbat the
French had succeeded in smashing
the first attempt and that the Ger-
man. troops now coming on were re-
serves composed. practically of raw
recruits, It appeared that in one or
itwo places the French first line had
been broken, but the secopd line was
abgolutely unbroken, ‘

The Canadians, Sir Sam stated,
were a long distance from this posi-
tion, No special assault on their
lines with infantry. was being made,
but there was heavy artillery fire,

The casualty list, however, was not
high, five killed and eight wounded
last, night. The artillery firing s
very hegvy over our lines and our
‘fellows are paying them baeck in their
own' coin, he said. (Applause,)
