He also plant­
ed 51 sticks of dynamite in the rear of 
Edward Chase’s residence and then noti­
fied the police that he overheard two men 
plotting to blow up the place and kill 
Butchel, Moffatt and Kountze. Bigelow has 
been turned over to the authorities.

It 
is difficult, nay, it is almost impossible, 
as things stand today for us to furnish 
from this country fresh capital for rail­
road development across the water.”

The balloon is named “Nulli Secundus,” 
and when she made her notable trial on 
Sept. 10 at Famborough was in charge of 
Colonel Capper, Captain King, and F. S. 
Cody, an American. The balloon is saus­
age-shaped, about a hundred feet long by 
thirty feet in diameter, and has a lifting 
capacity of about one ton, which, after 
deducting the "weight, of the car, engines 
and other apparatus, permits it to carry 
a crew of three men of average weight. 
The car, which is shaped like a boat, is 
constructed of aluminum and canvas. The 
engines are so built that the exhaust vapor

balloon then went around Trafalgar 
square, over the new war office, and past 
Westminster Abbey and the houses of 
parliament, travelling at the rate of 
about fifteen miles an hour and being un­
der complete control.
