what will be the requirements of the 
belligerent countries.”

The Boston correspondent of the Lum­
berman says:

“Lumber dealers interested in foreign 
trade say that some very promising in­
quiries are in hand and 'that, the pros­
pects are bright for a nice fall business. 
Although the war in Europe has made 
it difficult to do any business with some 
foreign- consumers, the war has greatly 
stimulated the lumber trade with the 
United Kingdom and France, and these 
countries are being sent certain kinds of 
lumber on most of the steamships which 
sail from Boston for the other sidp. There 
àre inquiries from. England for ash, oak, 
hickory and longleaf southern pine, as 
well as for large quantities of cpruce 
deals. Much of the spruce being sent 
to England is for trench construction 
along the lines held by the Allies in Bel­
gium and France. Some is sent direct 
to France. Specifications for the hard­
woods indicate that much of it is 
wanted for the manufacture of war ve­
hicles and unusually stout boxes. This 
year’s lumber exports from Boston to 
England promise to be fully double the 
business done in the year before the 
war. The freight rate on a recent ship­
ment of oak was $60 a thousand feet. 
Export lumber firms are laying their 
plans for doing a big business with 
France after the war is over. The re­
cent report of the French minister cf 
the interior on the immense number of 
buildings destroyed utterly ar damaged 
by the conflict indicates to the trade 
here that their business with that 
try will develop tremendously immedi­
ately that the work of reconstruction 
can be started.”

THE WAR NEWS.
The official confirmation of the state­

ment that the Bulgarians had attacked 
places held by the Greeks, and that the 
latter are resisting vigorously is the most 
interesting news from any front today. 
It is difficult to See how, in the present 
situation, the pro-German ruler of Greece 

much longer restrain his people from 
throwing their full strength on the side 
of the Allies. The Greeks and Bulgars 
are traditional enemys, and the attack 
by the latter on Kavala, which has been 
held by Greece but wanted by Bulgaria 
for years past, is likely to arouse all the 
old enmities- There was a report that 
Germany had ordered Bulgaria not to 
attempt any further advance on Greek 
territory, but apparently that has been 
disregarded. The situation is therefore 
greatly strained and if Bulgaria persists 
it is practically certain Greece will fight.

The Germans yesterday made vigorous 
counter attacks on the western front, but 
gained no advantage. Russian opera­
tions against the Turks in Armenia are 
meeting with continued success. There 
is no news of importance from the Ital­
ian front or 
Europe. The greatest interest still cen­
tres in the Balkan situation and the 
course which may be pursued by Greece 
and Roumania. The revival of Zeppelin 
raids on England provokes once more 
the question : How long will England 
stand this form of murder without re­
prisal?

RUSSIA WILL RELEASE
120 POLITICAL EXILES

Mr. Khvostoff, Minister of the Interior, 
Heeds Pies of English Relief Commit-

London, Aug. 26—The liberation of 
120 political exiles sent to Siberia by 
administrative ordir has been ordered, 
by Alexander A. Khvostoff, the Russian 
minister of the interior, areceding to ad­
vices received here. This action resulted 
from the work of the English Committee 
for the Relief of Administrative Exiles, 
whose secretary, Mrs. Sonia Howe, 
visited Petrograd recently and made a 
personal appeal to the Russian cabinet 
ministers.

Mrs. Howe is the Russian-born wife 
of an English clergyman. There are said 
to be 620 Russian politicians exiled by 
means of administrative process. Min­
ister Khvostoff has promised to investi­
gate all cases and the Russian minister 
of justice is said to have held out hope 
for the pardon of a large scale of exiles 
condemned jby the courts and in whose 
cases actioii by the Russian Emperor 
may be necessary.
