In a letter to F. W, Daniel, P. N. Nes-
bit, who is one of the officers of the 26th
Battalion, makes the following remarks
concerning the work done since the bat-
talion arrived in England, which will no
doubt interest Times’ readers.

“As you no doubt will see from the

papers, the New Brunswick battalion
reached this side without mishap and
we are housed in huts some four miles
out of Shorncliffe. We are kept tre-
mendously busy but it is extremely grati-
fying to know, and I am sure it will be
gratifying to a St. John man like your-
self to hear, that the battalion has made
an exceptional name for itself on this
side and on three occasions has been
very highly complimented.
“During an inspection of the whole di-
vision by the G.O.C., General Steele
made a particular opportunity of con-
gratulating the colonel on the show the
regiment had made. This was more than
satisfactory in view of the fact that so
many crack reziments were present.

“On a second occasion the batfalion
was congratulated on what is probably
the most important part of its training,
namely musketry, which we completed in
what is probably a record time for the
division. A staff officer stated that the
men ‘handled their rifles like veterans.

“On a third occasion an inspecting of-

ficer quite unknown to ourselves had
been watching us through glasses some
miles distant and he made an opportun-
ity of speaking to the divisiopal mus-
ketry officer congratulating him upon the
excellent discipline maintained upon the
range, stating that the practices were
carried through in such an orderly man-
ner that the men might have been on
parade.

tobacconist, and Private E. G. Stairs of
the 55th Battalion, The speakers were
introduced by Lieutenant Micklewright,
and the 66th P. L. F. band discoursed
patriotic music,

Private Knight received a most en-
thusiastic welcome and his remarks were
impressed on the minds of all who heard,
him in his appeal for men to serve the
empire.

Private Knight is a Gordon Highland-
er who has seen a lot of service at the!
