BELIEVE KEMAL'S
CHANCES GONE.

Constantinople, Sept. 19—DBritish mill-
tary experts here believe that whatever
opportunity Mustapha Kemal Pasha had
for a coup against Constantinople has
now been lost in view of the ' quick
strengthening of the Allies’ defensive
forces in the neutral zone, All the avail-
able British warships, with the excep-
tion of the battleship Benbow, which is
