Ottawa, Oct. 16.—At a meeting of the
cabinet council this afternoon, it was de-
cided to summon the new parliament on
the date alréady foreshadowed, mnamely,
November 15. It is probable that it will
be only a short session devoted principally |

is now urgent need. Prorogation may take |
