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WHAT’S DOING IN THE MONEY
AND STOCK MARKETS TODAY

IRON, STEEL, METAL
- AND MACHINERY

In its summary of the iron, steel,
metal and machinery markets, Cana-
dian Machinery and Manufacturing
News, Toronto, makes the following
comment in its. Feb. 1 issue:—

Interesting phases develop rapidly
in the steel industry. It is not so long
ago that authorities were quoted to tne
effect that not for .years would the
demand equal the capacity as increased
under war conditions. Then came the
coal strike, which strained the indus-
try to meet a comparatively small pro-
portion of the demand. The strike
settled, the problem of delivery and
filling delayed orders had a speeding-
up tendency. Gradually something
like normal conditions emerged, but
the country ran into a period of urgent
demand for railroad equipment. Large
tonnages were booked. Following this,
other industries have shown strength
unti] today there is a general strength
which was not apparent a year ago.

This is the condition in the United
States, and steel mills are said to be
failing behind in measuring up to the
requirements. It must be borne
mind that a steel industry going at full
capacity today would mean that it is
doing thirty per cent. better than was
possible in pre-war days.

The agreement between coal operat-
ors and miners, whereby prospect of
strike is removed, is cause of optimism,
and will help the pig iron situation by
reducing coke prices. Just to what ex-
tent order books reveal anticipation of
trouble is hard to say, but there is, as
vet, no indication that there has been
extensive accumulation of stock. The
explanation points, rather, to more
general industrial activity.

Canadian markets reflect this strength.
Orders for railroad equipment have
helped to make the proposition unan-
imous. Activity in prospect points to
a serious labor shortage next spring.
Builders are particularly apprehensive
of this, and high wages not only for
skilled mechanics but labor are likely
to be malintained.

Everything in metal, from old ma-
terial to finished produets, is showing
strength. It is predicted that February
wiil see 8.40 established as the net price
in bars and that sheets will also regis-
ter an advance. On the other hand, it
ia learnad that orders placed during
the last week brought out a price un-
der 8.15 on bars, and $5.756 on galvan-
ized sheets. This was on the Toronto
market, and may be said to be charac-
teristic of price instability frequently
remarked upon by deslers themselves.
Bars, they say, should be selling at
3.60 to be more in line with the Ameri-
can market.

Pig iron markets show strength.
Steel Company of Canada blew in their
second 500-ton furnace on foundry pig
iron during the last week. Foundries
ate booked up for first guarter re-
quirements. Beyond this furnaces are
not inclined to look.

Large tonnages in structural steel
are going into buildings in process or
proposed. The new Toronto Trans-
portation. Company’s building will take
about 2,000 tons; the new T. Eaton ad-
dition will require 1,700 tons of struc-
tural and ninety tons of reinforcing;
fhe new’ Ford bullding "on  Danforth
avenue, Toronto, will take 2,000 tons;
800 tons are going into the Reford
building, Wellington and Bay streets,
Toronto, and the Ford plant at
Whalkerville will require 8,500 tons.

Montreal reportsthat local manufac-
turers have made an advance of twenty
cents on bar iron and steel, and ware-
houses have put up their bars by twen-
ty-five cents, Steel plates, % fnch and
thicker, are up ten cents; galvanised
and black sheets are up twenty-five
cents, No change has been made in
boiler tubes, but it is expected that
they will be put up by five per cent.
or ten per cent. at once. Tube demand
is good, but supply not too plentiful.
Conditions are reported .as having
shown marked improvement in Mont-
real.

SCIENTISTS 60 T0
DIG IN RUINS OF

Civilization- Dating Back to
100 B. C. in Yucatan will
be Explored by U. S. Sa-
vants and Business Men.

New York, Feb. 6.—Four American
archaeologists have sailed for Progreso,
Mexico, on the Ward liner Esperanza,
to make an inspection of the ancient
Maya ruins of the Yucatan peninsula.
They are the vanguard of a larger
party, which will include several busi-
ness men, who are to depart February
8 to visit the “Bgypa of America.”
The result of the visits is expected to
be further excavations and research at
the scene of the ancient civilization.

The party that left was composed
of Willlam Barclay Parsons, chairman
of the executive committee of the
Archaelogical Institute of Yucatan; Dr.
Marshall H. Saville of Columbia Uni-
versity, representing the Museum of
the American Indian, New Yorkg Dr.
John C. Merriam, president of the Car-
negie Institution, Washington, D.
and Dr. Herbert J. Spinden of Pea-
body Museum, Cambridge, Mass.

Two Cities Have Been Found.

the great Maya ruins with the especial
view of conducting excavations under
the auspi¢ies of the Carnegie Institu-
tion. Thus far two ancient cities have
?een exposed—Uxmal and Chichen-
tza. ;

There are many remarkable ruin
scattered through Yucatan, southern
Mexico and Central America, the most
interesting being stone temples - of
gréat architectural and archaelogicel
importance. The excavations already
carried on have unearthed sbme re-
markable carving forming hieroglyphs
and telling the stories of mythological
gods and beings. Many of the hiero-
glyphs are calendric and form valu-
able historie links.

It is said by Professor Hodge of the
Indian Museum that no one knows
what may be found ultimately in the
form of other glyphs of historical
value if excavations are resumed. The
carvings .so far discovered compare
favorably 'with those on the monuments
of the early Egyptians, although they
were done some time later than the
Egyptian. The earliest Maya date
thus far fixed is about 100 B. C. :

New York, Feb. 6.—The action of
the stock market during last two days,
in getting into new high ground for
the past seven weeks indicates that the
market is going considerably higher.
Saturday’s averages whilé¢ being used
in plotting the course of the market
made new highs and yesterday the
averages also broke out of the trading
runge on the upside. If there is any-
thing in stock market precedents pri-
ces should mow move much higher.

THE WOOL MARKETS

(Boston Herald) 1

What was said a week ago about the
Boston wool trade’s paramount interest
in primary markets and foreign wools
is justas true today. Many cables from
London, Austrdlia and South America
keep dealers continually posted on wool
prices In the outside markets, confirm-
ing the fundamental strength of the
situation and inviting speculation that
it is hoped will mean good profits when
local quotations reach the world price
level and available good wools are found
to be inadequate to meet the demand.
Attempts to contract for the domestic
1928 clip are meeting with only a small
amount of success, as growers’ and
buyers’ price ideas are too far apart;
but some contracting has been reported
between 40 and 45 cents.

Certain- quantities of wool are chang-
ing hands, some going to manufactur-
ers for overcoating purposes espectally
but more perhaps being swapped among
dealers on a speculative basis.
