lockout by employers of shipyard 
workers throughout England will be 
effective on Thursday as a result of re­
fusal of strikers here to return to work.

Shipyard workers at Southampton 
have been striking for five weeks. 
After recent conferences, their leaders 
advised them to abandon the strike.

The Mauretania of the Cqnard Line 
Is the only large liner that has been 
seriously affected by the strike. It has 
had to cancel two voyages.

The shipyard unions have declared 
that the Southampton strike, brought 
to enforce a demand for Increased pay, 
was irregular and unofficial, and (he 
employers decided at the meeting on 
April 1, that 100,000 shipbuilders of 
the country would be locked out on 
April 10, unless the Southampton men 
abandoned their strike before that 
time.

— (By Canadian 
Press.)—An increase in net operating 
revenues owing to a decrease in operat­
ing costs .on the Canadian National 
lines in Canada and the U. S. is shown 
in figures published by the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics for January, 1924. 
While there was a decrease of $294,413 
in gross operating revenues, operating 
costs decrease by $1,332,955, making net 
operating revenue of $1,029,542.

Ih January, 1923, there was an oper­
ating deficit of $963,137 on Canadian 
lines alone. This year there was a net 
operating revenue of $16,989. Passen 
ger traffic was 8.7 per cent, better than 
January, 1923. There was.an increase 
also in all other branches of revenue. 
Net operating revenues in January, 
1924, are $18,328,491.

The C. P. R. shows an increase of 
$286,641, or 2.2 per cent., in total rev-

The total payroll was increased by 
$260,329 for an increase of 2.6 per cent, 
in the number of employes.
