REM TO MGW
Girl Answering Description Seen 

With Gipsy Woman in Douglas 
Avenue—Parents Deny They 
Intended to Put Girl to Work

As days pass and there is no word of 
Irene Cormier, missing for six weeks 
from her home in Wright street, rum­
ors gain circulation. One which is now 
being investigated is that the girl may 
be with a band of Gipseys now here.

Rev. E. B. Hooper, who is much in­
terested in the case, as the family are in 
his parish, was told on Saturday that a 
girl answering to the description of the 
girl as given in the Times' had been 
seen .the day before in company with a, 
gypsy woman getting off a car at the 
Suspension Bridge and taking a Fair- 
ville car, and it was said that the girl 
appeared to be quite frightened. Mr. 
Hooper notified the parents of this and 
advised that the father go over to the 
gypsy camp in company with a police-
___ and see if the child were his, Mr.
Cormier said this morning, however, 
that he had not yet gone over to see the 
gypsies as he had learned that they had 
moved and were now in the North 
End. Mrs. Cormier said she had Intend­
ed to go over to see them yesterday, but 
that she was not well enough to go out 
and would attempt it this afternoon.

According to another report Irene left 
home because she was afraid of being 
sent into a cotton mill to work. She 
told some of the children of the neigh­
bors that she would not work in # mill, 
that she would go away rather than do 
so. Talk amongst the neighbors in the 
vicinity of the Wright street home is 
that she is being well cared for, but 
her whereabouts -are being kept secret.
Adopted Child

Mrs. Cormier, when seen by a Times 
reporter today, said that the child had 
been .adopted by them when she was 
fourteen months old, after they had seen 
an advertisement in a Campbell ton pa­
per that the mother, who lived at Jac­
quet River, wished to part with the 
child, as she could not support her. 
Asked if Irene knew she was not her 
daughter, Mrs. Cormier said she had 
never learned it from them. They are, 
she said, her legal parents, and they 
had always treated her as such, and it 
was hardly likely that her natural mo­
ther would try to take her away from 
them. The parents say that they had 
no intention of sending her out to work, 
that they intended leaving her at school 
until she was at least sixteen.
The Police

Chief Clark was asked this morning 
by a Times reporter* as to what the pol­
ice were doing fit trying to solve the 
matter of the child’s ‘disappearance, and 
he replied that etery due which offered, 
had been traced down, but as yet no­
thing had come of them. The police do 
not know of the' whereabouts of the 
little one. They have made vigilant 
search and are still at work.

As to the suggestion that the child 
might be with some Gipseys, the chief 
said that this would be immediately in­
quired Into. He had written to police 
departments in other cities concerning 
Irene’s disappearance and had also en­
quired in. Campbelltdn where the family 
had come from.

Miss McBeth, who was Irene’s teacher 
in the Centennial school, told the Times 
this morning that Irene had been a fair­
ly regular attendant and had not been 
kept home to work, but that the excuse 
generally given at any time when she 
was kept home was that she had been 
away. Miss McBeth also said that the 
girl was always on time at school' and 
did the work she was given to do. On 
October 14 the girl was at school in the 
afternoon and was dismissed with the 
other pupils and the first the teacher 
heard of her disappearance was when 
the father -md mother both called at 
her home in the evening and asked about 
her, as they thought the girl might pos­
sibly have been left in the building. It 
was suggested to them that the police 
should be notified, but they said that 
they had already done so_______
