A BASIS OF UNION

The Speaker Interupted by Dr.
Campbell on Matter of Pro-
ceedings in St. John in 1904—
“ Greatest Achievement Since
Reformation” ‘

Halifax, N. 8., June 7 —(Special)—St.
Matthew’s church’' was again thronged at
the morring sederunt of the Presbyterian
General Assembly. Many ladies were pres-

ent.
Principal Patrick began his sixth annual
memorable deliverance on “Church Union,”
He said the origin of this movement went
back to the frontier charges, in the spor-
adic attempts to arrange harmonious plans
to divide the work. With: the sense of in-
adequacy of these makeshift arrangements
the Methodist general: conference meeting
in Winnipeg in 1902 addressed itself to
the solution of this problem. Then in St.
Jdhn in 1904, the general assembly, being
invited to enter into negotiations agreed
with unanimity to do so.

“That is hardly correct,” said Dr. R.
Campbell, Montreal.

Twenty Lives of
More Lost in Shock
This Morning

PEGPLE IN TERROR

Buildings Are Razed and Much
Genera! Damage Caused —
Disaster Chiefly Confined to
One Province—Money Relief
is Projnptly Provided ’

Naples, June 7—A severe earth shock
caused a numebr of deaths and much
propérty damage -in Central Campania
early 'today. The disturbance apears to
have centred in the province of Avellino.

Telegraph wires were torn down and
communication with the affected district
was broken. Meagre reports. received this
forenoon indicated that the greatest dam-
age was done at Calitri in thep rovince of
Avellino. Calitri is said to be half: de-
stroyed and and twenty people have been
killed: Other deaths occurred at Valata,
nearby, and it is feared that fatalities will
be reported from other villages, which for
a time are cut off from communication
from this city. The shock occurred at
3.07 o’clock this morning while the people
were still in their beds. Many houses at
Calitri ytumbled, burying the occupants in
the ruins.

Those who escaped death or serious in-
jury fled terror stricken from their homes
and into the country. None waited to don
street clothes and as a result many subse-
quently suffered fr~m exposure,

Troops were dispatched from all quar
ters into the affected district as soon- as
the loss of life and property damage be-
came known 'to.the government and the
officials of nearby cities.

The shocks were felt here but no damage
was done in this immediate vieinity. News
from Salerno, at the head o fthe Gulf of
Salerno, thirty miles' southwest of Naples,
is to' the ‘effect that the shock-was' distinet -
there ‘and caused ' ¢onsiderable damage.
