Will Disarm Russian Destroyers.

Che Foo, Jan. 3.—The Japanese 
protected cruiser Akitsushima and 
the torpedo boat destroyers Asashio, 
Yugiri and Shirakuino were guard­
ing the harbor last night. It is now 
believed that there will be no trouble 
as the Russians are seemingly sin­
cere in the disarmament of their 
destroyers.
