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THE FINANCIAL ASPECT OF THE HARBOR
IMPROVEMENT QUESTION.

A great many people who oppose the
Leary scheme profess to be in favor of
harbor improvements to be carried on by
the city. These people seem to forget
that while the Leary scheme will give us
the largest dry dock in America with
about 4000 feet of deep water wharfage,
warehouses sufficient to contain 14,000
tons of freight and a grain elevator, all
for $10,000 a year for 20 years,
the least costly of the plans of harbor
improvement tnat have been suggested
will not give usone quarter of that amount
even of wharf accommodation to say no-
thing of warehouses oran elevator. To

* those whosincerly believe that it would
be best for the city to build its own
wharyes and who are honestly in favor
of harbor improvement it is proper to
recall the fact that our financial condition
is such that we cannot issue a sufficient
number of bonds to do anything
substantial in the way of hur-
bor improvements without impair-
ing our credit. The three schemes of
harbor improvement dealt with by Mr.
Perley in his report, all involved the ex-
penditure of far more money than we
are called upon to pay to Mr, Leary, and
will give far smaller results. 'The 1400
feet of deep water wharfage in connec-
tion with the extension of the govern-
ment pier would according to Mr. Perley’s
estimate, cost $337,500; 1000 feet of
deepwater wharf at the Long
wharf $295,000, :nd the 1,000 feet of deep
water wharfage at Carleton were to cost
$254,000. The three schemes combined,
which would have cost close upon a mil-
lion of dollars, would give us less accom-

modation than Mr. Leary will give us for | L

$10,000 & year for 20 years. It must not
be forgotten, in considering this question,
that the city owes a very large amount
of money in the shape of a bonded debt.
The bonded debt of the city at the
present time, according to the books of
the chamberlain, amounts to $2,740,727.
Of this sum §2,474,442 bears interest at
the rate of 6 per cent; $96,400 bears 5 per
cent interest, and $169,885 bears 4 per
cent interest.  Against this must be
placed the sinking fund, amounting to
$248.541, which leaves a met debt
in round npumbers at $2.492.000.
This debt will have to be increas-
ed at an early day, under the
scheme of union. The issue of bonds
_ that will thus be forced upon us will not

" be muci: less than $200,000. The Carle-

ton improvements will cost $60,000; the
paving of Main street will cost $60,000;
the Pettingill wharf improvements will
cost $20,000 ; the Sand Point road $4,000 ;
the deficit in the ferry for the present
year will be $16,000, and $16,000 more
will have to be expended for sewers, for
paving Market square and for putting
& fence around the old burying ground.
Altogether we will have 176,000 added to
our bonded indebtedness in the course of
the next twelve months, There is also a
prospect at no distant day of our having
to expend something like $300,000 for the
extension of the water works, and if in
addition to this we expend $250,000
for wharves on the West side, as Ald.
Chesley suggests, we will have to
add to our bonded indebtedness
about $726,000, and the result would be
the addition of only about 1,000 feet of
deep water wharves to our harbor facili-
ties. In view of facts like these, 1t is
impossible for any rational man, who has
the interests of the city at heart, to ap-
prove of ascheme of harbor improvement
which shall be undertaken solely by the
city. The addition of $726,000 to our bond-
ed indebtedness would depreciate the
value of every security now existing and
would add to the taxes of our citizens
very largely. Even the interest of such
a sum of money, without considering
anything with regard to the redemption
of the principal, would make a very
heavy additional burden upon our tax
payers, because the inter.st alone at 4
per cent., if we could get the money at
that rate. would be almost $30,000 a year.
And yet with all this enormous expendi-
ture our facilities would not be one-third
80 good as thosejoffered by Mr. Leary at a
cost of $10,000 a year for 20 years. In
view of facts like thesc all talk of the
city undertaking these enormous expend-
itores, which will be required to place
the - harbor on a proper footing
are simply absurd, and unless
we can find capitalists from abroad who
will imterest themselves in this port and
give it such facilities as are required, we
might as well abandon all idea of mak-
ing it anything more than it isat present,
a port for the shipment of lumber.

OUR SCHOOLS:

We have received from the Chief Sup-
intendent of Education the report of the
schools of New Brunswick for the year
18%9. To all the friends of true progress
this is the most interesting report of the
year because it relates the gradual
growth of education in our midst through
the operation of the sehool law, and gives
us assurance of the coming of a time
when not one illiterate person of native
birth will be found in this Prov-
ince. During the school year which
ended June 30th 1889 there were 68,221
different pupils who attended the schools |
of this province, This was less by 47
than attended the schools the previous
year. But thisis a matter of no conse-
quence and no indication of any real de-
erease in school attendance. The pupils
who attended the schools in the term
which closed Dec. 31st numbered 54,099;
those who attended during the term
which closed 30th June, 1889 numbered
59,819. The new pupils who attended
during the latter term numbered 13,855
which is an increase of 1,009 over the

in operation in the province during the
Jast term of 1888 was 1,548 an increase
of 16; the number of schools in operation
during the first term of 1889, was 1,505, a
decrease of 27, In the latter term, how-
ever, with this decrease of schools there
was an increase of 183 in the number of
pupils. ‘The per centage of daily attend-
ance for this term was 5(.49, which as
the Chief Superintendent justly observes
is far less than it ought to be. The most
important question touched in the re-
port is that relating to the ad-
visability of enacting a law mak-
ing attendance at the public schools
for a certain period each year, and be-
tween certain ages compulsory. On this
subject we can say nothing better than
is contained in the following extract
from the Chief Superintendent’s report.
in which incontrovertible reasons are
given why school attendamce should be
made compulsory.

1t would seem that an annual enrol-
ment of about 68,000 is as large as can,
under existing conditions, be reasonably
looked for. This number embraces pu-
pils of 4ll ages, from five to twenty-one
years of age, and includes about 5,000
over fifteen years thus leaving an enrol-
ment of 63,000 between the ages of five
and fifteen. The number of children in
the Province between these ages is about
85,000. There are, therefore, about 22,-
000 of 'school age not enrolled in the
public schools during any part of the
year. Many of these, no doubt, are pro-
perly cared for otherwise; but their
number does not likely exceed 2,000.
‘There are thus, year by year, 20,000
children throughout the Province to
whom the public schools are of no ser-
vice, and who, so far as is known, are
without any instruction at all. Allowing
however, that one quarter of this number
which is a very liberal allowance to make
has at some time or other had as much
instruction at school as to give them some
ability and some taste to improve them-
selves when they left it, there still remain
15,000 in our midst growing up in ignor-
ance, and acquiring habits ruinous to
themselves, and liable to become
troublesome to the State. In view of
these facts, it follows that some provis-
jon should be made whereby these
children should share in- advantages
which the State has provided for them.
The demand on the common school is to
form good citizens. The State herself
imposes tl.is duty upon it; and, as a con-
sequence, it is binding upon her to
provide the conditions under which that
duty can, at least, be fairly discharged.

I'have, in former reports, endeavored
to press upon the attention of the Legis-
lature, the importance of taking such
action as shall gather into the public
schools the children of those who are too
indifferent to send them; but it has not
yet seen its way to deal with the ques-
tion. It is one, however, of such living
importance to the varied interests of
the country, and to the well-being of
our social organization, that it cannot be
safely passed by. Itcannot be ignored
without imperilling the principles u
which our free school system rests. The
State taxes all persons and all property
for the support of the free schools, on the
ground that the free and upiversal educa-
tion of the young is essential to the good
of society and the protection of property.
This is a sound principle, and is every-
where 8o recognized ; but how can it be
justified so long as the children of illi-
terate and indifferent parents are allowed
to i tside the infl of a
system which the State has established
for the maintenance of order and for its
own safety and stability.

There are, no doubt, prejuodices and
difficulties to be overcome before a com-
pulsory law can be effectively carried
out in all parts of the province; but if the

gisl t at p t see its way
to adopt the principle universally, I
would repeat my recommendation of last
year, that at least a beginning be made.
The Board of School Trustees for the
cities and incorporated towns of the Pro-
vince have time and again, through their
annual reports to this Department,

licited the Legisl them
to enforce such attendance as shall en-
sure due attention to the education of
every youth within the limits of their
jurisdiction. The Boards of School Trus-
tees for Fredericton and St. John again
call attention in their present report
(Appendix C) to the unsatisfactory atten-
dance, and express the opinion that little
improvement need be looked for until a
compulsory law is in_operation. The
Board of Trustees for St. John estimate
that there are 4,000 children within the
limits of the city who are not
enrolled in their schools. If the
authority sought for is granted—
and I deem it desirable in every interest
that it should, unless the Legislature can
deal with the larger question—all these
Boards will possess compulsory powers
of which they will unquestionably avail
themselves, and will, with firm and ju-
dicious administration, so help to mould
public opinion that a compulsory measdre
may, at an early day, be passed for the
Province, and be readily accepted.

B|SIIHCK'S_RETIREMEIT-

While the great stumpage question is
exciting the attention of the House of
Assembly, and, in a manner, of the coun-
try, there are other matters of some im-
portance transpiring on the other side
of the Atlantic. The retirement of
Prince Bismarck after being virtuslly
master of Germany for more than a quar-
ter of a century, is an event of great sig-
nificance, and one whose political effects
are scarcely appreciated at the present
moment. When we consider that a few
vears ago, and even recently no move-
ment could take place in Europe, of any
consequence, without Bismarck’s approv-
al, and that he occupied almost the posi-
tion of arbiter of the destinies of the
continental nations, it must be evident
that his removal from power is a circum-
stance of the greatest weight in the polit-
ical aspect of the future. Bismarck’s
reason for retirement is said to be Jage,
but we greatly doubt whether that would
bave influenced him unless other matters
had transpired which made it undesirable
for him to remain chuncellor of the
German Empire. Bismarck is past his
seventieth year, as we all know, but
many men at seventy have been as greedy
to grasp the reins of power us they were
in the days of their youth. And Bis-
marck is not the man to abapdon the
post which he has filled with such signal
ability unless for stronger reasons than
mere considerations of age.

The truth of the matter seems to be
shat Bismarck sees plainly enough that
Germany has embarked on a new era in
its history. “The old order changeth”—
we are told in Tennyson's Morte
d’Arthur, —“giving place to new.” “And
God fulfils Himself in many ways,
“Lest one good custom should corrapt the
world.” So it is with this great Empire.
For a long time it has been governed by
the Emperor or by his personal following.
But now it would seem that the people are
determined to have some share in the
adminisiration of its affairs. It is indeed
asignificant sign of the times when we
find the young Emperor, who was
brought up in the court of his late grand-
father and under the influence of Prince
Bismarck, with the strongest belief in
the Divine right of kinge and in his own
responsibility to God alone for his
actions, brought so scon face to face
in the very first election after his reign
commenced, with what may be
termed a Socialist revelt against the old
orderof things. Bismarck is far seeing

enough to know that in a protract-
ed conflict between the people

and the crown the people - are
sure to win, and therefore he is
wise to decline to engage in any such ad-
venture as it could add nothing to his
fame and would certainly resultin im-
pairing it and in handing him down to
history as even a worse foe to
human liberty than he will appear.
Every friend of constitutional government

should hail the retirement.of Bismarck as

everything that is wrong and wicked in
Europe ; in that he has represented, war,
injustice, confiscation of the territory of
his neighbor, repression of the public
liberties, and the waste of years of time
by the young men of Germany in learn-
ing to be soldiers, in order that they
might be better prepared to cut the
throats of their neighbors. The Bismarck
regime is over and good men will thank
God for it, and every friend of-freedom

compelled {o surrender tot.e influence
of time and the power - of thex pevple and
that ~ fact_ gives us ‘new hopes for: the
future of Germany, and leads to the con-
clusion that that great country is opening,

now upon a path of progressand of real

inaterial prosperity, compared to which
the hollow victories of the Austrian cam-
paigns, and the Franco-German wars are
but tinsel -decorations, Bismarck has
left work to do fcr his.successor which
few men.will be able to accomplish.
Although credited  with ~ immense
ability as a statesman, no one can doubt
that Bismarck has left the German people
a heritage of trouble which it will re-
quire their most persistent efforts to get
rid of. We need only refer to the atti-
tude of France towards Germany
which is’ the result' of the sei-
zure and  incorporation in  the
territories of -the latter of Alsace
and Lorraine, an act which was the very
reverse of wise because it created & per-
petual source of war and stirred the’
feelings and ,heart of every
Frenchman to a conflict of revenge
against the enemy of his country.  The
policy of Germany should now be directed
to soothe those animosities which exist
betweesmher and France and to endeavor
to secure such a disarmament of Eurcpe
as would relieve its nations of-the
enormous burthens they now bear for
military establishments, and enable them
to turh their attention to those peaceful
arts which are the true source of great-
ness. m
