FIERCE FOREST FIRES
~ IN DULUTH ENVIRONS

Many People Homeless and
- Destitute—Town of Chis-
holm Wiped Out

Duluth, Minn., Sept. 8.—After de-
stroying the town of Chisholm on the
range and burning over thousands of
acres in St. Louis, Carleton and Itasca
counties in Minnesota, and in Douglas
county, Wisconsin, the .many forest
fires which have been raging in these
regions were checked on Sunday. If the
wind does not spring up again it is
not likely that further damage will re-
sult. A strong wind which had driven
the flames before it in many timbered
and agricultural districts subsided on
Sunday and thousands of homeless peo-
ple took stock of their belongings and
prepared to‘rebiuild burned farm houses
and settlements,

The subsidence of the wind enabled
the inhabitants of Nashawauk to save
the town. Several buildings of Nasha-
wauk were burned, but by working all
night 1,000 miners and citizens pre-
vented the flames from sweeping over
the village.

Chisholm presents a scene of ruin
and desolation. It was one of the most
flourishing towns on-the<Great Mesa-
ba range. The damage to real proper-
ty is now estimated at $1,000,000, and
that -to personal property at $75,000.
The insurance carried by Chisholm
merchants was about $700,000.

Hibbing, five miles west of Chisholm,
afforded accormmodation to about 1,000
refugees from Chisholm. There are
many destitute persons, especially
among the miners. Many men are
without funds to buy a meal. In most
instances the misfortunes are only
temporary, for many will soon receive
their insurance money. However, some
merchants lost everything they
except their clothes, and there  v'll
be muech suffering and financial em-
barrassment,

Japan is Carefully Observing
" Its Terms Says Nipponese
Statesman

Vancouver, Sept. 7.—“The Lemieux
agreement whereby:Japan undertook to
regulate the emigration of its citizens
to Canada, is working satisfactorily so
far as Japan is concerned. Our gov-
ernment is faithfully observing its
provisions as it does all other inter-
rational obligations. Ih our country
we are animated only with goodwill
towards the Dominion, whose evolution
into a nation we are watching with
admiring interest. The future is cer-
tain to witness a vast development of
commerce between Japan and Canada,
calculated to especially benefit British
Columbia. My only hope is that the
Lemieux agreement will be regarded
as satisfactory by the inhabitants of
this province as their interest in the
matter is greater than that of the peo-
ple of the eastern provinces.

“Japan does not even dream of en-
gaging in a war with the United
States. - Intelligent and educated Jap-
snese laugh at the idea of a conflict.
Our relations with the United States
are very cordial, and the negotiations
now in progress will make them more
satisfactory in the future.”

These were the utterances of Hon.
Kei Hara, a famous Japanese states-
man and diplomat, who has: been
staying.at.the Hotel Vancouver. Mr.
Hara arrived from the Orient a few
days ago, and is going to tour the
United States and FEurope. Until a
few months ago he occupied the post
of home minister in the Saionji cabinet,
which was superseded by a cabinet
fcrmed by Count Katsura.

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FIGHT TO DRAW

ATTELL-MORAN CONTEST
MARKED BY CLEVERNESS

Papke Knocks Out Ketchell in
Twelfth, Winning Middle
weight Championship.

San Francisco, Sept. 8.:—Abe Attef,
the champion featherweight of Am-
erica, and Owen Moran, England’s pre-
mier boxer in the same division, fought
to a draw at the Colma open air arena
yesterday afternoon before about 6,000
spectators. The fight lasted 23 rounds,
and at its end Referee Jack unhesitate
ingly grasped each lad by the hand,
signifying that the fight was indecisive,

The decision seemed to please ' the
crowd, and there were cheers for each
fighter as he went out. The fight on the
whole was rather tame, but this was
offset by the cleverness of the fighters.
It was marked by Moran’s aggressive-
ness and Attell's cleverness in blocking
and his all round defence. The concen-
sus of opinion was that the Californian
did not show his best form of former
contests,

After the fight Moran declared: *“I
nearly broke my right“hand in the sec-
ond round. After that it was™ almost
useless. At that I think I won 'by a
mile, I am willing to fight Attell 45
rounds, winner to take all.””

An Associated Press reporter visited
the Englishman in his dressing room
after the contest and carefully examin-
ed the hand which he claimed was-al-
most broken, It was badly swollen
around, the thumb, but it was not pos-
sible to verify the claim of a broken
arm, Moran’s face was much battered
and his left eye was nearly closed ‘from
Attell’s ceaseless pounding. On the
other hand Attell emerged from the
fight without a mark. Attell gave out
a -statement after being informed of
Moran’s challenge for a return match.

“I will fight no one 45 rounds, I want
to live-awhile yet. But I will give him a
return match for any number of rounds
up to 25. I beat him at every stage.”

A resume of the fight by rounds
shows that Attell had more of less ad-
vantage in nine rounds. Moran was
given six, and for the balance honors
were even. -

Papke Beats Ketchell,

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Sept. 8.—Stanley
Ketchell, of Michigan, former -middle-
weight ehampion of ' the world, . was
knocked out in the 12th round at Jef-
feries’ Vernon arena yesterday after-
noon by Billy Papke, of Illinois, who
is now middleweight champion of .the
world,

Both men entered the ring in appar-
ently perfect condition, and neither. had
ever been knocked.out. Ketchell had a
decision over Papke in a .ten-round
bout, Fois
The bout turned out to be one of the
bloodiest in ring history. Ketchell
came in wearing a tattered dressing
gown, a worn hunting cap and trunks
of green gauze, He had the smile of an
unspoiled -boy and a: look of purpose.
When Papke came in he also wore an
old dressing gown and a bright smile.
Ketchell was plainly the favorite of the
erowd which had been betting on him
at 2 to 1. When Papke entered he walk-
ed blithely to Ketchell’s corner and
greeted him with a hand. shake and a
cordial smile, but when James J. Jef-
feries, the referee, called time and
Ketchell walked to the centre extend-
ing his hand for' the shake, Papke
ignored the hand and went at “the
Michigan man with * the impetuosity
which has won  him the title of the
“Thunderbolt.” S 4

The fight was practically over & min-
ute and twenty seconds after the gong
sounded. From that time on it was
merely a question as to how long Ket-
chell would last. Papke fought with
such fury that the undefeated cham-
pion wag simply lifted off his feet four
times, Within the next minute he sent
Ketchell to the mat for the count, and
from his first knockdown - Ketchell
never really recovered his form, he was
dazed and bleeding from twenty blows
in the face, yet he stayed with remark-
able determination, and for at least
three rounds he held his own with the
victorious challenger, 3

‘When  Ketchell stepped to the corner
for the second round it was seen that
his right eye was closed. At the next
intermission his seconds lanced the eye
and sucked the blood, but Ketchell d1d
not regain the sight of that eye. Be-
fore the finish the other eye was all
bruised, and during the last three
rounds ‘he staggered about ‘the ring
dizzily like a drunken man, practicdlly
blinded. In the third Ketchell showed
his best form when he forced Papke
through the ropes. In the last round he
seemed down and out and the gong
saved him just as he was ' knocked
through the ropes. Another minute
finished him with Papke almost as
strong as when he entered the ring.
Ketchell was carried to his dressing
room, Both eyes were swollen into great
black puffs and completely closed. His
lips were cut and swollen to several
times their normal size.
