Tokio, Aug. 21.—To-day’s advices
from Osaka show that the explosions
there yesterday were of a much more
serious nature than the first reports
indicated, }

An investigation revealed that 8%
tons of dynamite and 25 tons of powder
exploded, and thdt ip addition to the
four person being fatally injured,
twenty others were seriously hurt.
The force of the explosions complete-
ly shattered 1,520 buildings and thou~
sands of others were seriously dam-
aged. The emtire couniryside for miles
was shaken, the earth shook as though
from dn earthquake:  The explosions,
it is believed, were the result of spon-
taneous combustion and probably were
cavsed by the recent conflagration.

CITIZENS WORK
' FOR THE BY-LAWS

Committees to Canvass City on
Behalf of Electric’' Power
Scheme

At the request of the citizens’ com-
mittee who are interesting themselves
on behalf of the passage of‘the elec-
tric by-law, which means so much for
the prosperity of the city, Mayor Hall
will call a public meeting to be held
at. the city hall on Tuyesday even-
ing next. It is likely on this occasion
the provisions of the water by-law will
also be explained, as well as those of
the proposed agreement with the B. C.
Electric Railway Company,

At a meeting of the committee Thurs-
day, at which Simon Leiser, presi-
dent of the Board of Trade, presided,
there was a good attendance of reprer
sentative citizens. Mr. Leiser outlined
the aim of the committee and pointed
out how vital it was to the interests
of the -city that the electric by-law
should pass.

Mr. Bilakemore presented an argu-

ment in favor of the by-law, and F.
A, Pauline considered it would be a
blow to the future prosperity of the
city if Vietoria turned down the by-
law. With the Jordan River power
scheme installed the streets would be
lighted at half the cost of the present
scheme.
Much of the prosperity of Vancou-
ver and Seattle was due to the trans-
portation facllities provided by the
electric companies. A marked advance
in the development of the city and
vicinity would be shown from the day
the new power system was installed.

G. Carter proposed that a public
meeting should be held in the city hall
in the interests of the by-law, and the
suggestion was acted upon.
