The organization is a kind 
of sequel to that of the 44 Canad i First” 
party, and does not promise to H>e very 
much more successful, simply b< cause it 
assumes to itself the monopoly o aspira­
tions which are shared in by ev ту true 
Canadian.

What the British Workings an pays 
for Strikes.—The British working man 
is preparing for a hard winter by striking 
all over the country, and wasting his sav­
ings in conflicts with his employe s. The 
strike at Bolton is reported in t іе Man­
chester papers to have already cost the men 
between £80,000 and £90,000, 1o which 
must be added £10,000 more, as the cost 
of the strike of “self-acting n inders.” 
The strike of Ashton continues, aud has 
cost about £30,000 already. The joiners 
at St. Helen’s have been on s rike for 
twenty-three weeks, and have b< en com­
pelled at last to accept work on their em­
ployers’ terms.

The Barque “Enchantress” from 
Newcastle. N. B., which arrived at Glas­
gow on the 30th, sailed again and is now 
ashore in Rothsay Bay. Efforts are being 
made to get her off.

A Monument to Custer.—The N. Y. 
Herald advocates the erection of a monu­
ment to Custer and his men, who were 
killed by the Indians in the fight at the 
Little Big Horn.

O’Donohue amnestied.—A Montreal 
despatch dated Nov. 23rd, states that the 
Dominion Government have amnestied 
O’Donohue, who was concerned with 
Riel in the difficulties in the North West.

Abandoned.—A despatch dated Lon­
don, Nov. 21st, states that the brig Brisk, 
Trefry, from Miramichi, October 24, for 
Glasgow, was abandoned, waterlogged, on 
the 14th inst. ; the crew have landed at 
Cardiff.

The Potatoes of the Future.—The 
New York Times says that the idea of 
teaching every girl to thump a piano and 
every boy to be a bookkeeper, will make 
potatoes worth $4 per bushel in twenty 
years from now.

Gale on the British Coast.—A des­
patch dated London Nov, 26th states that 
a severe gale raged around the British 
Isles on Saturday night. Thirty vessels 
are ashore between Ramsgate and Deal 
and many lives are reported lost.

Stormy Passage.—The S. S. Thames 
left London on the 20th, October and ar­
rived on the 19th inst.,at St. John’s, New­
foundland, having experienced heavy gales 
which disabled her, and washed overboard 
her 2nd. and 3rd. officers and a seaman.

Collapse of a Building Society.—The 
Canadian Building Society of Montreal has 
got into liquidation. It passed a resolu­
tion repudiating a loan of $18,000 from the 
Ville Marie Bank, on the grounds that the 
Directors had no authority to incur debt.

Change in the Proprietorship of the 
Toronto “Mail.”—The Toronto Mail 
has changed hands, having, it is said, be­
come the property of Mr. Christopher iber.

Banks McKenzie, the temperance reformer, 
who is holding meetings in St. John, and 
lately cast some aspersions on the police, 
has retracted them, and also stated that 
he had the fullest confidence in those who 
had the management of the Relief Fund of 
the city. Mr. McKenzie does not appear 
to be a person whose opinion on any sub­
ject is worth a great deal.

Mr. Dutcher at Bridgetown. —Mr. 
Dutcher lectured on temperance in the 
Baptist Chapel in Bridgetown on Saturday 
and Sunday evenings, the 17th and 18th 
inst. A Reform Club was organized, and 
some four hundred of both sexes became 
members. On Sunday evening the house 
was crowded to excess, and the gallery 
which is held up in front by iron rods 
from the ceiling gave way on the west side 
and settled some five or six inches, with a 
loud noise. 'No injury resulted, and quiet 
was restored.

The Assessment Act in P. E. I.—The 
Government of P. E L, finding it neces­
sary to replenish a failing treasury, passed 
the Assessment Act in 1877, by which 
Assessors were appointed to value proper­
ty for direct taxation. A correspondent 
of the St. John Telegraph says, that the 
people angry at being taxed at all, are 
made doubly so by the unfairness of some 
of the valuations, and the situation is 
being taken advantage of by the Opposi­
tion. The Government will probably 
ainend the act.

Sale op Trotters. —A sale of trotters 
lately took place in St John at the stables 
of Mr. Barker, Portland. The brood mare 
Lady Messenger, was withdrawn. The 
silver grey filly Silver Bell, dam Lady 
Messenger, was offered, and started at $200 
she was finally bought by Dr. Hamilton 
for $240. The chesnut gelding, Ned, who 
has already good speeding qualities, and 
has trotted inside of three minutes, was 
next offered, the first bid being $150. 
Mr. McLauchlan became the purchaser 
for $255.

Rev. Howard Sprague’s English Mis­
sion.—The Rev. Howard Sprague of St. 
John, who went to England on behalf of 
the Methodist Churches in St. John, re­
cently gave an account of the result of his 
labors, in the Exmonth Street Church. 
He stated, in conclusion, that hie latest 
advices were that the fund for the St. 
John Methodist Churches, amounted to 
about $15,000. Over half this amount 
had been already paid in to the Mission 
House, London, and the sum was being 
increased weekly.

Death of Duncan Robertson Esq.— 
The death of Duncan Robertson, Esq., one 
of the oldest barristers in St. John took 
place on Thursday last. Mr. Robert­
son was called to the bar in February, 
1837, and there is only one of the profes­
sion living whose name stands before his 
оц the roll, viz., Wm. Jack Esq., Q. C. 
Mr. Robertson bore a high character for 
honor and integrity and his death will be 
a source of much regret. He was a mem­
ber uf the Encampment of St. John of the 
Order of the Temple, and had serx-ed two 
years as Head Principal of Carle ton Chap­
ter of Royal Arch Masons.

WAR NEWS,
fighting on the lom.

A London despatch dated Nov. 21st, 
says that a Turkish official despatch claims 
that a strong Turkish force, while making 
reconnoisance, carried the Russian posi­
tions on Metchka heights, at Pirigos and 
near Jounchiftlich, destroying at the first 
named place seventy casemates, filled with 
ammunition and provisions. The Rus­
sians lost 1400 men. The Russian attack 
on Kadikoi was repulsed.

ROUMANIAN SUCCESSES.
A Bucharest despatch dated Nov 21st, 

says the Roumanian, an official paper, an­
nounces that the Roumanians captured 
Rahova this morning after three days en­
gagement. The Turks fled towards Lom, 
Palanka and Widdin, with the Rouman­
ians in pursuit. Simultaneously, with the 
capture of Rahova, a Roumanian division 
crossed the Danube, opposite that town.

THE SIEGE OF PLEVNA.
A London despatch dated Nov, 21st 

says seventeen thousand men from the 
Kars army are to be detached to assist in 
the siege of Plevna.

General Melikoff started suddenly for 
Erzeroum on Sunday. He will take com­
mand of the besieging forces there.

A Russian general suggests a bold 
march through Asia minor to Scutari, 
leaving a corps to cover Erzeroum.

ERZEROUM.
A despatch dated London, Nov. 26th, 

says it is reported by way of Constanti­
nople that Mukhtar Pasha has probably 
withdrawn from Erzeroum.

THE ROUMANIANS.
The Roumanians after ten days’ fight­

ing, have occupied the strong position of 
Provitz.

MATTERS AT SOFIA.

It is represented that things at Sofia are 
unsatisfactory. Mehemet Ali can get 
neither men nor artillery enough to form a 
relieving army.

INDEPENDENCE OF SERVIA

THE CAMPAIGN IN BULGARIA.
All interest now centres around the 

operations in the neighborhood of Plevna, 
Sustchuk and the Lom, where important 
movements are in progress. Since the 
success at Kars one party at the Russian 
héadquarters urges, as the Turks have 
stripped Roumelia of troops, that the Rus- 
siansshould make a dash on Shipka and the 
neighboring .passes as soon as Mehemet 
Ali commences a movement to raise the 
siege of Plevna. The Russians have sixty 
thousand men concentrated in the neigh­
borhood of Tiroova available for such 
operations.
