Take 
from it and pile by itself that caused 
by the saloon and the last pile will be 
five times the highest.

“Why should I have begun my work 
In Kansas? Twenty-one years ago the 
people of Kansas solemnly declared 
that no liquor should be sold there. 
Every officer of the state when he took 
the oath swore to carry out that or­
der. But the saloon keepers, brewers 
and distillers said if we allow the peo­
ple to do this our craft is gone.”

At this stage Mrs. Nation turned 
aside from her story to pay her re­
spects to party politicians and electors 
who support them.

“When a man goes into a saloon he 
takes his Whole family. It Is all un­
lawful. Tow haven’t got a lawful 
saloon in Canada. Law commands 
right and prohibits wrong. The saloon 
commands wrong and prohibits right.”

But in Kansas the liquor interest 
bought up every officer from governor 
to constable. The republican party in 
Kansas is partner with the saloon. 
“It is not true that more liquor is sold 
in Kansas under prohibition. That is 
one of the devil’s lies,” said the lec­
turer with emphasis which brought 
applause from the gallery. “But it 
was the policy of the officers to make 
it appear that the traffic could not be 
stopped. By refusing to do their duty 
they were able to show that prohibi­
tion did not prohibit. It was the In­
tention to start the movement for re- 
submisSion in January.”

Mrs. Nation began smashing in 
December, and among other things she 
smashed the re submission programme.
