quarters of! the second MBulgarian
army.

The correspondent advises that the
Bulgarians are making steady pro-
gress against the Turkish fleld army.

The strength of the Turkish troops
around Adrianople is estimated at
four army corps, and it is said that
one hundred and fifty thousand men
fought near Kirk Kilisseh.

Part of the Turkish troops garrison-
ing Adrianople managed to retreat
to Demotica, 25 miles to the ®outh.
The rest of the garrison is already cut
off and demoralized by heavy losses.
During the last sortie by the Turkish
troops one regiment surrendered to
the Bulgarians, A despatch to the
same paper from Scutari says a Mon-
tenegrin flying corps has cut the
Turkish communications between
Scutari and St. Giovanni DI Modua
on the coast.

Military Train Taken.

Sofia, Oct. 28, 4 p. m—The Bulgar-
jan troops today captured a military
train in the vicinity of Eski Baba

That All Species are Disap-
pearing Rapidiy—Asks. For
Help of Orden, . '

Vancouver Barracks, Wash,, Oct. 28.
—That game in the west is fast disap-
pearing and that in a comparatively
few years there will be no elk, unless
something is done soon to protect
them, is the bellef of Brigadier Gener-
al Marion P. Maus, commanding of-
ficer of the department of Columbia.
who has returned from an ofticial io-
spection of the posts in the Yellow-
stone national park and other sec
tions of this department. A plea is
made to (he Benevolent Protective Or-
der of Elks to assist. Gen, Maus said:
“It is observed that game in every
section of the northwest is fast disap-
pearing—buftalo, elk, the great mule,
deer and, in fact, all varieties of both
four legged and all feathered game
are rapidiy diminishing. It is mnotice-
able that in remote districts practical-
ly no attention wheatever is paid to
the violation of the game laws out of
geagon. It is the outsider who is pro-
secuted and wardens will even accept
part of game killed out of season,
“Does with young, are slaughtered
and spotted fawns are killed without
regard to age. There is more game in
some of the old states of the east than
in some of our own sparsely gettled
regions of the morthwest.

“The remnant of buffalo is guarded
within the park and those, even, are
subject to attack upen favorable con-
ditions as a few years agQ they were
almost exterminated.

“That Yellowstone Park i a boon
to the adjacent States of Wyoming,
Montana and Idaho, to some extent,
is well known, as it is the. breeding
grounds for elk, deer and other game
which drifts outside and forms a sup-
ply and this is & great benefit to those
States as an attraction to the settler
and to the man of means,

“Fish and game form an agset to
a country and if not for any other
reason, this should not be lost sight
of by those who wigh to settle up this
great region.

It can be candidly stated that the
violations of the game laws are by
the people who live in the country
and not the man who has money and
can afford to travel to seek favor:
able places in which to shoot during
an outing. What he kills may be
practically disregarded.
