Senator Robertsoti asked
that the bill . be adopted Senator
Robertson added that the contract
with Griffen-Hagen Company for the
work of reorganigation had not yet
been signed.

Moves Amendment.

When the bill reached the commite
tec stage, Senator Fowler moved an
amendment providing that the 1918 Act
and amendments thereto should not ap.
ply to employees, officers and clerks
of the Benate. Supporting his amend-
nent, Senator Fowler said that it was
desirable that the Senute should have
conitrol of its own staff. He said the
Hotise of Commons had, of late, shown
a tendeficy to encroach upon the priv
floges of the Senate, The present
Speaker of the Commons had ruled
that 1o Senator must come within the
Lower House's sacred precinets, “Ale
thotgh 1 am a former member of that
House,” sald Senator Fowler, “l am
debdrred from its MWbbles. 1 mention
this merely to show that we shéuld
be careful to safeguard our rights and
privileges.”

8ir James Lougheed polnted out that
the passage of the amendment pro-
posed by Senator Fowler might place
the Senate in an embarrassing posis
tion, as it would mean restoration, 80
far as the Senate was concerned, of
the donditions which obtained prior
t 1918,
