The three ‘were sanding by the
elovator and the decemsed sadd “Just
a minute, I'm coming down” and step-
ped into the well, Witness ran down
stairs and found deceased lying on his
left side. Witness sent the boy for
help. The ambulance came and con-
veyed the injured man to the hospital.
Witness said that when the two Folk-
ins and himself approached the eleva-
tor shaft and had been talking for &
few moments either the father or son
openéd the elevator door, later the
dcensed stepped dnto the well as
though he thought the elevator plat-
form was there, Witness knew it was
not and sprang. to prevent him, but
was 00 late. The deceased was an
expressman and had been in the em-
ploy of the firm and handled their
freight for the last ecighteen years.

Stanley Folkins, son of the deceased
said that he was peesent at the time
of the accident, He and his father
entered the hall with Jenkins, who
turned on the light. As witness went
to pull the eord to bring the elevator
down from above his futher stepped
into the shaft which was dark. It was
always dark when the platform was
there and this accounted for his
father's mistaake. 1f the light had
been on dn the hall or in the basement
the absence of the elevator platform
would have beem apparent,

In answer o the coroner, witness
said he had heard that his father had
fallen down the elevator shaft omce
before, but it was before his time,

The second witness on being recall:
ed said that the eyesight of the deceas
od had been good, and he only used
ses when reading or writing.

The elevator was loft in the care
of the ajmitor at night and there was
no especial place for waving it The
elevator was for freizht and not for
passengers.

One door at the foot <
was open at the tim
although it might have n opened
b ythe deceased in ing. If boih
doors had been closed and the light
was on in the bagement it would not
be apparent from above

paid werkmen, and even second-hand
machines are quoted at prices well
ahove those prevailing in the United
States for new machines of many of
the pooular makes. A german agent
recently seaking information regarding

automehile dec'ared that even on a
basis of the retail price in the United
States pls freight and import duty
he conld see a nrofit in selling in com-

responding class.
