FROM BOER HEADQUARTERS.

Boer Headquarters, Upper Tugela, Tues-
day, Jan. 16, (via Lorenzo Marques, Fri-
day, Jan. 19, Afternoon).—It became
known today that 800 English had crossed
the Pont Drift, over the Great Tugela,
and were on the Federnl side. A-display
in force had been wade towards Colenro
and another northwards, towards Oliver's
Hoek Bridge, which was blown up by, us
a few days ago. 'Towards 5 o'clock: the
alarm was given that the English were
coming. The lookouts observed long, =nc-
cessive lines of infantry moving down 1o
the new British position, which ‘cpve
a chain of hills known as Swartz Kap..

Their faces were sometimes losl ip the

trees studding the river bank. At 6 they
emerged in .open order and advanced in
twe lines to the low kopjes on the river
bank. At 6.30 they took up nvp_od’.iﬁ:
amid complete silence on the ‘Boer ride
their horses tethered where there was the
least danger from chance shells and the
men prepared to make a night of it dt
their posts. Night had now fallen.. With
the gloom came fitful flashes of lightening
from the thunder clouds which had been
threatening all day. ‘Ihe clouds eventy-
ally separated, showing the moon. Simu
taneously with the clearing sky well
known Dutch hymns were repeated from
kopje to kopje with a strangely weird ef-
fect, highly inspiring both the grey beatdq
and the beardless youths.
The battlefield is full of historical sig
nificance. Spion Kop hill, where I am now
writing is the hill from which the Boert
trekkers, after crossing the Drakensberg
mountains, spied out the then barbaric
Natal and found it fair in their eyes.

He (Steyn)could not promise to
hold his people more than a fortnight
longer. i

Kruger’s answer was to order’' General
Cronje to' attack Tord Methuen’s force
within a fortnight.

“BOBS” ISSUES ORDERS.

. ‘Cape Town, Saturday, Jan. 20—Lord
Roberts, purposing not to alienate the
Cape Town Dutch and to see that the
military respect the rights of non-combat-
ants, regardless of race or sympathies, has
issued, through Lord Kitchener, his chief
of staff, the following order:—

“The commander-in-chief wishes to im-
press upon all officers who may at any

time be in charge of columns or detached |

commands, the grave importance of doing
all in their power by good and concilia-
tory treatment and of securing compensa-
‘tion for the people of the country in all
matters affecting either their own inter-
ests or those of-the troops.

“In all cases where supplies of any kind
are zequirgd these must be paid for on de-
livery and a receipt of the amount taken.
Officers will be held responsible for the
observance of the rule that soldiers are
never allowed to enter private houses or
to ‘molest the inhabitants on any pretext
whatever and every precaution must be
taken to suppress looting or petty robbery
by persons connected with the army.

“When supplies are absolutely necessary
for the subsistencé’ of the army and the
inhabitants are unwilling to meet such de-
mands, commanding officers may, after
having satisfied themselves by careful per-
sonal investigation that such supplies are
necessary and available, order these in
such cases to be takem by force, full re-
ceipt therefor being given.”

- London, Jan. 21, 430 a. m.—It is evi-
dent from General Bullers’ despatch to
the. War Office and the advices to the As-
sociated . Press ‘from Spearman’s Camp,
that a big battle is now being fought. As
far as can be gathered from these de-
spatches the result remains undecided,
and unless the Boers withdraw during the
night, the engagement, on which hangs
the fate of Ladysmith and which anay
prove the turning point of the whole var,
will be resumed this morning.

Spearman’s Camp, Jan. 20—Evening.—
The Boer trenches were shelled continu-
ously today. General Lyttleton’s brigaded
advanced and occupied a kepje 2,000 yards
yards from the Boers’ position at Brak-
fortein. A company of rifles advanced with
a balloon, in action and were received
with a heavy fire from the Boers. The ar-
tillery and musketry fire continues from
General Warren’s position at the time this
despatch was sent and the shells set fire
to the grass.

Lord Dundonald’s_force on Thursday,
sarprised 350 Boers. I'he British, who
were posted on a kopje, allowed the Boers
to advancé leisurly before opening fire.
The Boers did not reply, and a majority
of them galloped off. It is reported that
the remainder surrendered.

DESECRATION OF = CONVENT
CHURCH BY BOERS.

London, Jan. 22.—The Durban corre-
spondent of the Standard says:—

“It is reported that 10 wvolunteer
stretcher bearers on. their arrival at the
front walked deliberately across into.the
Boer lines. The same thing happened at
the battle of Colenso. It is presumed they
were spies who had succeeded in enroli-
ing themselves in the ambulance corps.
“It is asserted that the Boers dese-
erated -the eonvent church at Newecastle
in an indescribable manner.”

London, Jan. 22.—The Times has the
following, dated Sunday evening, from
S, ’s Camp:—

“All yesterday and today Gen. Warren
has been attacking the Boers. 'Their posi-
tion is a long ridge four miles morthwest
of Trichard’s drift, ascending from the
river. At dawn Saturday our guns occu-’
pied a kopje on the east of the range.
“At 11 o’clock Gen. Hart’s brigade ad-
vanced on the left along a rocky, uneven
spur,’ into the semicircle under heavy fire
from three directions. Taking advantage
of all possible cover, the troops advanced
to a point within 500 yards of the ememy’s
right wing but they did not advance be-
yond the edge of the cover. There they
remained until dark and bivouacked. At
night the enemy’s right wing evacuated
its position.”

BOERS. SiSTIRARJENED.
